cause of The scarcity of the latter. In Brittany sprigs of
box are used.

In -- .owe's "Survey of London" we read: "In the weeks
before Easter had ye groat snows made for the fetching in
of a twist ed tree or with (withe), as they termed it, out of
the wodes into the king's house, and the like into every
man's house of honor or worship".

In parts of Germany it is believed that on Palm Sunday
the palm is possessed of nijstic virtues. "If as many twigs
as there are women in a family be thrown on & fire, each
with a name inscribed upon it, the person whose leaf burns
soonest ill be the first to die."

Palm Sunday has been given the name of Fig Sunday,
because of an old custom, originating no one knows how, of
eating fig'. In Wales It is commonly termed "Flowering
Sunday," because mourners wend their way to the graves
of their beloved and strew on them fresh flowera.

There is a legend of the Virgin which narrates that
yearning to behold her Son again after His ascension she
was weeping one day, when an angel stood before her, say-lr-

"Hail, O Mary' I bring thee a branch of palm gathered
In Paradise; command that it be carried before thy bier on
the day of tny death, for m three days thy soul shall leave
thy body and thou shalt enter Paradise, where thy Son
awaits thy coming." The heavenly visitant then vanished
from her sight, but the palm branch in the hand of the

lrgin shed a wondrous light, which seemed to radiate from
oery leaf.

DO KINGS BEAR CHARMED LIVES?
The latest attempt on the life of the Czar was made by

a military officer of his household who fired at him at close
range anu missed him.

Only one Czar has
been killed in an that time Alexander II.

Every one of the important monarchs of Europe for a
century past, from Napoleon I. to King Edward VIL in-

clusive, have been the object of assassins' attentions at
least once; many of them, including William I. of Prussia,
Victoria of England, Louis Philippe and Napoleon III. of
France, were fired at repeateaiy. Only three of them have
been killed in all that time as the result of many scores of
attempts Czar Paul In 1801. Czar Alexander a 1SS1 and
King Humbert in 1900? And exactly three presidents of
great republics have perished In the same way within the
same period Lincoln in 1865, Garfield in xo81, and Carnot
in 189.

In the face of this astounding record of vain attempts
to kiii crowned rulers and comparative success in killing
uncrowned ones, the strong survival in Europe of the old
superstition of the "divinity that doth hedge a king" is not
so remarkable.
