Guthrie, O. T , May 6 Henry tV. Scott
justice of Oklahoma, is in

Scott is
the attorney for the defense in the Asa
C Sharp bribery case, which is to be
heard at Perry In a short time. It Is un-

derstood that Scott has been employed
by Marjland parties to take charge of
the defense in this case which has at-

tracted so much attention.
It seems that three years ago Asa C

Sharp had charge of the leasing of graz-

ing lands for the Ponca Indians It Is
alleged by cattlemen that he was given
$1,500 by them to approve leases on cer-

tain tracts of land, but afterwards did
not do this but kept the $1500 Affidavits
were made to the Indian department at
Washington stating thae the Jl,50u had
been paid Sharp and th's brought on the
case in the United States court.

Henry B. Asp of this city was the at-
torney for the cattlemen and is said to be
one of the men wba maue affidavit that
Sharp received the mone bcott claims

John Ravsllna says from observations
he has made on a trip through Kansas
and Oklahoma, that the Hessian fly has
got in its fine work on the wheat to a
greater extent than ia generally sup-
posed Mr Rawlins is the western rep-
resentative for the Richardson Or n
company, of Kansas Citv , Mo , and hs
been on an extensive trip in the interest
of his house throughout the West. He
carries extensive scientific apparatus and
paraphernalia for the investigation of the
Hessian fly pest, and is able to locate
these gentry when the average agricu-
lturalist would overlook their presence.
He savs that the Hessian fly gets In Its
deadly work by stinging the wheat when
the blades are young and tender The
fly deposits a small egg that turns into a
worm or grub and as the wheat grows
gradually bores its way up the straw
and through the joints sapping the life
out of the wheat The great damage,
however, done by the fly is where they
strike fields in colonvs and make regular
nesting places or ircubators out of the
ground, and deposit their eggs in the
ground, and this Mr Rawlins claims, is
the case in a grat n any portions of
the Kansas wheat bHt In several of the
central and eastern coun' a of the wheat
belt he has found the egzs of the Hes
slan flj present In unlimited quantities,
and is of the opirlcn that a good deal of
the wheat will suffer from the pest

Says the btate Ought to Encourage
rtlllins of Orioles

Stephen Balch, of Waco township, says
th Baltimore oriole is tne worst enemy
of the grape-growe- In this section, and
that thousands of dollars worth of grapes
are destroyed by these little pests He
says that the laws of this state make it
an offense and fineable to the amount of
510 for killing an oriole He says he owes
the state of Kansas about a million dol-

lars for killing Baltimore orioles
Mr Balch savs this little pest is a

migratory bird that comes fooling along
from the south about the time peas begin
to fill, and they can pick the peas out
of the hulls faster than any, number of
paid pickers He says the birds coine
from the north about the time the Con-
cord grapes begin to maturo and they
have stripped whole rows through his
vineyard. Ho thinks the state would bet-

ter offer a premium for running these
little tnlevcs out of the state tlian to
make It a fineable offense to kill them.

Queer Facts Concerning Okla-

homa Insane.

MANY MENTAL DEFECTS

Some Insane on Religion and
Some on Politics,

Norman, O. T., sray 4.Oa the lith
day of June the contract for the keeping
of the territorial Insane will expire, but
there is no room for doubt bat what
the contract will be renewed and the
insane people of Oklahoma kept In the
Threadgill sanitarium in tais city at
the present time. There are now SCO

territorial patients in the sanitarium In
this city and it is a surprising: fact that
the males outnumber the females al-
most three to one. Whether It Is because
the average female is brighter Intellectu-
ally than the male is a question to be
answered, but from Insane statistics of
the territory the men are in the major-
ity by a large per cent. Since 1895 the
territorial insane have been cared for
under contract by John ThreadgiH and
without any doubt the insane will be
kept in the Norman Institution until
the territory has an asylum of their own.
"When this will come is problematical,
but It is a conceded fact that Oklahoma s
insane are well cared for Previous to
the ThreadgiH contract, the insane pa-Ue-

were taken to Illinois for keeping.
This was found to be expensive for
transportation to that state was costly.
Norman Is accessible to all parts of the
territory which In itself Is a good fea-
ture.

Thera are all classes of patients at
Norman, from the most violent to the
feeble-minde- d person. Insanity in itself
is a peculiar thing, and to seo strong
people, physically, yet mentally unbal-
anced Is enough to cause wonderment.
The case of Del Johnson, of Orlando,
is one of the strangest of any in the
asvlum. Johnson is tho joung man who
murdered his fatner and mother a few
months ago, and from his talks with the
sanitarium physicians, he states that he
was forced to do the deed and that he
cannot be satisfied until he ha3 killed
the balance of his relatives At first
appearance, Johnson is a harmless look-
ing person, with a peculiar countenance.
He sets in the violent ward in the asy-
lum and there is little to denote that
his parents met their death at hi8
hand. It was first thought that insanity
was only a ruse to save his nock from
the hangman's noose, hut since his incar-
ceration in the asylum there Is no doubt
but what he is Insane and that his in-

sanity will Increase as ho grows older.
It is the opinion of Dr. ThreadgiH that
within a few years, the mind of Johnson,
will be a blank as far as all reason Is
concerned and that the balance of his
days in this life will need to be spent
in an asylum.

There are many channels for insanity
it sems, but religion cuts a large flgwe
fn Insanity. There are men In the asy-
lum who are insane on religion, bat
when their minds are detracted Into an
other channel, these persons converse
sane as any one on general subjects
There is one feature about asylum life
however, that Is peculiar, for many of
the patients, sane at times have a fear
that they will be forced to leave the
asylum, and this they do not want to
do

The main bullamg of the asylum Is of
brick, and Is roomy with comfortable
quarters for the Inmates On tho lower
floor are the offices and reception rooms
and on the upper floors are the wards.
The asylum, In reality. Is built on the
cottage plan. In different directions are
the wards In cottages and theso are In
chargo of speoial attendants Some of
the patients are of much help to the
attendants, for they prefer to do work
rather than sit In the wards and do
nothing for hours at a time These pa-

tients need to be watched, hut many
of them take much pride in their labors.
There are twenty-eig- employees at the
asylum and their work is so diTlded that
there Is no conflict, and each day brings
Its routine work, with little vacation.
Some days the Norman Institution Is
as quiet as a church and other days It
ia a noisy place. Weather conditions
have something to do with this, and
there are times when it taxes the wits
of the experienced attendant to quist
the patient in charge.

In the convalescent ward it Ss act un-

usual to see games of checkers, etc., la
progress. There Is Just is much spirit
and earnestness In these games as In
the outer world and as a usual thing t
there ar many persons sitting around
the tables watching the progress of the
game Such games as these have bsen
encouraged to detract the mind of ths
patient from himself and In this man-
ner a cure Is mors easily effected
