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Mammoths Lived in Moravia

5,000 Years Ago,

Peculiar Discoveries Made

Recent Explorations.

Of the number of diluvial species of an-

imals in Europe, the mammothe is most
prominent, especially on account of its
huge magnitude and the exceptionally
large area over which it spread on the
continent. Originating in the Arctic re--
gions, animal emigrated tiasnmia is a very island, which

Not quite two miles long
wards the south, to central Europe where
it remained for centuries, until changed
climatic and other conditions caused its
extinction in middle Europe, while it con-

Since the time the scientifl world
began to investigate the existence of man
in diluvial Europe, it has been one of the
most Interesting matters of dispute
whether man was llvln gat the same time
as the mammoth, because, if so, the age
of mankind In Europe would reach a
much higher estimate than if this simul- -
taneous existence is denied.

tive of this question has been most
erally accepted, although with important
facts to sustain them, eminent investiga-
tors of have adhered to the
opposite opinion.

Predmost, a small market place in the
neighborhood of Prcrau in Moravia (Aus-
tria), has become, through its immense
fields containing remains of mammoths,
a world-renown- locality.

lotment. The rice Is stored in a common
granary.

Farming, however. Is only incidental to
the more important Industry of Ashing.

every year. This sum is divided among
tne torty-on- e homes without discrimina-
tion against any one.
