FUNERAL THIS AFTERNOON

House Service at Three Grave

Ceremonies by G, A, R.

This afternoon at 3 o'clock at the resi-
dence, 1421 Park Place avenue, the last
solemn ceremonies will be enacted over
the remains of tha late Colonel Montgo-
mery Bryant, who has Issued his last
command, given the final orders, and
sleeps now. far from all warfare and con-

flict. In the peaceful bivouac of the dead.
At the house the services will be In
charge of Rev. Henry E. Thayer, and
Rev. Chas. S. Bradt, assisted by a se-

lected choir.
At Maple Grove cemetery the local

posts of the Grand Army of the Ivepubllc
will take charge and perform the final
ceremonies, assisted by a uetachment of
Company a. Second Regiment, Light In-
fantry, --Cansas Nations- - Guard. Gar-
field Post, No. 25, G. A. R., Department
of Kansas, will have charge of the grave
services and the firing squad which will
deploy for thelastsaluteover tne departed
comrade's grave, will be detailed from the
militia company. Sergeant Belts, the
recruiting officer stationed here from the
U. S. A., will blow taps aad the last
military honors will have been extended
to a warrior who has done all these for
others and can no longer do for himself.
The pall bearers will be chosen from the
Grand Army post and will be: Judge J.
M. Balderston, H. D. Helserman. John
Fisher, W. D. Curtis, Brain and J. C.
Kirk. The Masonic fraternity will be
represented by as many members as can
be present, unofficially. His only daugh-
ter and little grand daughter, Mrs. Wells
Miller and little Helen Miller of Okla-
homa City, arrived yesterday morning.

Though Colonel Bryant had been a
very sick man for many months, and
gradually failing, yet the news of his
going camo like a shock, not only to
the family and immediate relatives, but
to the little circle of intimate friends,
who did not expect the end was so near.
In fact that very morning he seemed bet-
ter than for many days, but it was the
sudden enlivinlng of the spark of vitality
destined to flicker fitfully then forever
go out. He ate heartily at breakfast
and seemed to havo control over his men-
tal powers. Even those close attendants
at the bedside felt he would survive yet
many months. The convulsions camo on
him about noon, not the fainting spells
he had endured before, but terrific spasms
which the worn out and wasted form
could no longer withstand, and out from
the pain and the anguish and the woe of
sickness and dimmed sight and waning
mentality, he was mercifully taken; out
and away where the turmoils of a per-

plexing being are no more, anu to rest In
quiet among the habitations of the sepul-ture-d

dead.
Col. Bryant was of a military family,

and sustained well the distinction of his
line. He was first appointed to the regu-
lar servico by the renowned Confeder-
ate President, Jofferson Davis, while the
latter was secretary of war, under the
administration of President Franklin
Pierce. There Is a touch of the romantic
and the picturesque In the manner of his
appointment. Col. Bryant's father wTas
a distinguished surgeon in tho service
and came first with ueneral Leavenworth
to the fort and town now bearing tho
tetter's name. Here Col. Bryant waa
born, the first white chiiu on Kansas soil,
and at a point then on the far western
frontier. Somo time during tho Indian
troubles in the far northwest ind about
the time of the historic Black Hawk war,
uie elder Bryant who was attached to the
army then in the field up there, saved
the life of General Davis during a san-
guinary battle, and when all hope seem
ed lost. The rescued cabinet official did
not forget it and when Montgomery
Bryant was old enough Jefferson Davis
wrote his father asking him If there was
anything he could do tor his son, and
the latter promptly accepted the chance
of his father's profession and accepted a
second lieutenancy of the Sixth Infantry
on ieoruary 21, 1857. Though not in the
volunteer service he was at many of tho
most important engagements of the civil
war, notably at both battles of Bull Run.

Col. Bryant had all the bearing and
spirit of a soldier. Though slight in
stature, his mien was commanding, his
presence imposing.

Hia heavy iron gray moustache gave the
air of soldierly dignity; his straight, well
seasoned form, and soldierly measured
step showed the long trained military ex
pert.

3t bis
friends were always welcome a bis home
and be bad tne courtly refinement and
cbivalric rignity of the cultured gentle-
man of the old school.
