Italy Issues Statement to State
Department,

FOLLOWS GAGE'S ORDER

Was Not Done to Raise Sharp
Issue.

Washington, June 25. An offcial state-
ment from the Italan government was
communicated to the state department
today to the effect that Italy paid no
bounty on sugar. This action by the Ital-
ian authorities follows eight days from
the ssuance of Secretary Gage's treas-
ury order suspending the liquidation of all
sugar Imported from Italy, on the ground
that the treasury had Information lead-
ing to the belief that Italian sugar re-

ceived a bounty.
Mr. Gage's order was dated June 17.

The action of the Italian government
was communicated by cable to the Italian
embassy here and was made known to
the acting secretary of state. Mr. Hill,
by Dr. Carignani, the Italian charge
d'affaires. Mr. Gage's circular did not
state positively that Italy paid no sugar
bounty, but said that It appeared highly
probable that this was the case and ac-
cordingly the liquidation of sugar ac-
counts with Italy were suspended pend-
ing further Investigation. The declaration
now made by the Italian government does
not appear to bo with any view of rais-
ing asharp issue, but rather to make
known In explicit and official language
that Italy does not pay this bounty on
sugar. The treasury order recites:

"In view of the information thus far
received as to the operaton of the law of
Italy ,not In force, concerning tbo excise
on sugar, It appears highlyp probable
that sugar produced In that country re-

ceives Indirect export bounty as follows:
Sugar below 20 Dutch standard, 5.C0

francs per 100
Sugar below No. 20 Dutch standard, 6.13

francs per 100 kilograms.
Pending furrier Investigation of the

matter, the liquidation of all sugars pro-

duced In Italy shall be suspended, and th.e
duties shall be estimated In amount suffi-
cient to cover additional duties equal to
the above specified duties.

From th6 standpoint of the Italian au-
thorities, the foregoing order doubtless
wa preliminary to one putting into ef-

fect the differential rates against Italian
sugar and in consequence the official dec-

laration Is now submitted to the state
department that Italy paya no bounty
on her sugar.

Washington, Juno 26. The action taken
by taly arises a, qustlon somewhat ana-
logous to that now pending with Russia,
each concerning sugar and each referr-
ing to the alleged payment of a bounty.
Russia has taken the position that she
pays no bounty, and Italy now makes a
formal declaration Of tho same kind.
While this Is not necessarily a protest,
It presents an Issue of facts as to
whether a bounty Is or Is not paid. It is
understood tnat within a week the Ital-
ian government will submit a full presen-
tation of facts sustaining its declara-
tion, the present announcement to the
state department being merely a brief
official notification of 'Italy's position
without the date to uphold that position.

The terms of the treasury order are
such that the discriminating duties are
now being forced against Italy, for, al-

though the order recites that the matter
is still under investigation. It concludes
with tho specific Instruction that "the
duties shall be estimated in amounts sufi-cle- nt

to coer additional duties equal to
the above specified duty.

These additional duties referred lo are
5 60 francs for about $1 12 in case and G

franc3 or (about $1 22) in the other case.
The dutie?, therefore, are in effect with-
out further eder, although the terms of
the order indicate that the permancy of
the Increased duties is subject to the
fuller Investigation to be made.

STEAMER STRIKES ROCKS

One Boat Upset and Occupants
Immersed,

St. Johns, N. F., June 28. The Orient
Steam Navigation company's steamer,
Lusltania, Captain McNay from Liver-

pool, Juno IS, for Montreal, having five

hundred passengers on board, was wreck
ed last night off Capo Ballard

The passengers of the Lusltania had a
terrible experience. The first knowledge
of which they had of the disaster was
when owing to the ship going over the
rocks, they were all hurled from their
berths by the shock. A scene of great
excitement ensued. Five hundred people
were clamoring to escape, while the crew
tried to pacify them and launch the
boats. The male passengers. In their at-

tempt to seize the boats, trampled the
women under foot and fought the crew
with knives. Some of the more cool head-
ed of the passengers assisted the crew in
the efforts to get out the boats. One boat
was upset and its occupants were em-
erged, t is still supposed, that some of
these were drowned. Another boat, hav-
ing on board twenty persons, is sup-

posed to be adrift in the fog and this
may have given rise to the report that
twenty persons were drowned by the up-

setting of a boat. The women and chil-

dren, almost nude, were pulled up the
cllfts by tho coast people.

This morning the unhappy passengers,
after shivering for hours on the hilltop,
tramped over weary miles In their en-

deavor to reach tho houses of the fish-
ermen, where they are now sheltered.

Previous to reaching the cliffs, the pas-
sengers passed two hours of terrible anx-
iety on the wreck.

As a furious rainstorm and heavy soa
raged all night. It is feared Lusatania
will be a total wreok. The last reports
received here baid this steamer was break
Ing up, that her foreholus were full of
water and that her cargo was being sal-
vaged. There Is hope of saving the ef-

fects of the passengers, as where possible
they were stowed above decks.

Sis steamera are now on their way
from the scene of the wreck. It Is ex-

pected th passengers will be brought
here tonigHL

St. Johns, N. F., June 26. All sorts of
rumors are current along the coast as
to the details of the wreck. The entire
coast population Is repairing to the scene
In the hopes of salving the Lucanita's
cargo. No direct statements from thoso
Who were on board as to what occurred
on the wrecked steamer, have yet reach-
ed St. Johns, The steamer Glencoe, bring
lng the Lrlcanlta'3 passengers, Is due here
at midnight The messenger who brought
the neR3 of the wreclt to St Johns
says the passengers on board the Lusan-lt- a

drew their knives to cut the boat
lashing and threatened the crew of the
steamer when thy thought the latter at-
tempted to interfere with them in so do-

ing. Tho last message to the agents of
the Lusinatias here says tho vessel Is
hard and fast aground on the reef and a
hopeless wreck. Her engine room Is full
of holes and flooded. Her forehold is
also flooded. The ship Is listed heavily to
port and the waves are washing In ami
out of her foreward and aft holds. The
after decks are under water. A strong
northwest breeze is tumbling up a heavy
sea, which will soon dismantle the ship.
