FASHION DEMANDS BIRDS!

London, July 57. The effect of the sharp

In the old days, the one vir
tus was accuracy, and to the attainment
ot this nearly all other considerations
were sacrificed. Under the new rules, the
competitors are subjected to various
tests for rapidity as well as accuracy of
fire, smartness in taking corevr, hanging
the magazine rifle, firing at short range,
and steadiness while marching In the
Commander in Chiefs cup, for instance,
shot for by teams of regulars, mllita,
yeomanry, or volunteers, the man rises
from cover, alms, pulls the trigger and
get back under cover all within four
seconds, and the range is only 150 yards.
The Belgian cup of (89 yarte is for rapid
magasine fire; and in other contests the
time for a shot is strictly limited. Even
in the King's prize, the 600 and 600 ranges
are increased to 0 and 800 respectively,
the standing position, so suddenly Intro-
duced, has been as suddenly abandoned,
and even at 800 yards the prone position
may be used instead of the kneeling one.
And in this case sighting devices are al-

lowed. In every way the conditions, as
nearly as possible, have been made to re-

semble those likely to prevail in actual
warfare, and the difficulties of the marks-
men have been correspondingly in-
creased.

It seems an almost hopeless task to
make any very deep Impression upon the

These include the egret, or
female white heron; the bird of paradise,
humming bird, Xmpeyan pheasant, tern,
klttlwake and kingfisher. All these birds
axe said to be in imminent danger of
extinction unless effective protection of
some kind be extended over them. At a
recent sale in London 2 150 birds of para-
dise and 1.188 Impeyan pheasants were
offered for sate. It I snt expected that
the bin wfll be permitted to pass through
parliament without vig. e opposition,
and there is very little hme that it will
become law speily, hut the friends of
the birds hope by continued agitation to
awaken In course of tint-- a public senti-
ment which will react upon the house of
commons. Meanwhile rr. .nv mr wretch-
ed little nestlings wiil be made orphans.
