State Institutions Come

Wichita for Feed.

CONTRACT FOR 150 TONS

Finest Variety Grown in Sedg-

wick County,

Sedswick county is supplying hay to
the state charitable Institutions. Gener-

al Murray Meyers has Just purchased 150

tons of fine alfalfa bay from Mr. George
JCanavee and Mr. Charles Ferguson, and
the state wfil have to hand down a nice
check for It when it is baled and deliv-

ered. ' One hundred and thirty thousand
pounds of it will he shipped Irorn here
to the Insane asylum at Topeka. and the
balance will go from Frisco Heights
and other points in the south part of the
county to other state charitable institu-
tions. Mr. Ferguson is negotiating for
the sale of Sid more tons which he has
on hand but the state doesn't want that
amount just now. Mr. Ferguson bought
the hay in July and when it was not as
high as It is now, and his speculation has
proved profitable.

Genaral Meyers pronounces the Sedg-
wick county hay the best grown in the
west. He has been to Colorado, but the
alfalfa raised in that state is too coarse
to be good. On the contrary, the Sedg-

wick county alfalfa is very tine and can
be fed to much better advantage to
cattle and horses.

At the insane asylum at Topeka the
state has been feeding hay to 67 cows
and 18 horses ever since the 4th of July,
grass being altogether Insufficient, and
the eoet is considerable.

The alfalfa raisers in this county have
made good money this year, notwith-hav- e

made money because of it. Alfalfa,
it appears, seeds most and best in dry
weather. A. S. Thomas, near Sedgwick,
and Sam Vandegriff of Frisco Heights
have taken four bushels of seed per
acre from their ground this year and it
is worth from $6 to 56 per bushel, mak-
ing the yield per acre worth from ?30 to
$S4. j
