Host
of the modern poets write novels, poetry
having become unprofitable. In these
novels, by the poets who draw abund-
antly from the dreamful pipe a. .hih
ideal in statescraft Is set np with Infi-
nite care, laurel-crowne- d, aad their un-
ceremoniously knocked over with, a sort
of air of tragety-.wliie- br is
discouraging.

The thing the poet seems to- love the
string he likes to twang is that In the
road to a realization of high ideals, hu-
man love, if not ambition, stands armed
to waylay all wayfarers, and In such
foot-pa- d enterprise is eminently success-
ful.

Hall Caine's "Eternal City" Is creat-
ing a stir. It is just out, anS the read-
ing public Is at it, neck deep in its dra-
matic situations and fascinated with tbe
intricacies of its plot. In it Is the
"friend of the people," the dreamer who
dreams insubstantial dreams which do
no one any good, when every folower is
in need of the help that can come only
through the guidance" of practical
things in a practical way. And In it is
the woman who weakens the friend of
the people and diverts him
stern determination.

This is tbe story: An Italian 'noble, ad-
vocating the cause of the people and
standing for representative government,
is exiled and goes to England, where
under an assumed name he lives, follow-
ing the profession of medicine. He mar-
ries an English woman, lives In the dis-

trict of Soho, and indulges In one par-
ticular benevolence, that of teaching let-

ters and goodness to the little Italian
slaves who with monkeys or squirrels
play their concertinas and rapsfc bases
about the London streets, bringing their
earnings to their masters. One of these;

Some time after this there appears in
Rome a brilliant young Liberal named
David Rossi, whose propaganda for rep-

resentative government is so eloquent
that the people recognize him as a leader
and he Is made a deputy to the Coun-
cil. On the occasion of the celebration
of the birth of the twentieth century,
when the streets are crowded with the
people watching the "'procession emerge
from St. Peter's, the Honorable Rossi
