The statement made the other day by
President Roosevelt to his friends In Buf-
falo, concerning his plans for the three
coming years, consisted of mere outlines,

If
value attaches to opinion of

personal friend of several years' standing,
who has had exceptional to
study him on side which com-
monly turned towards public, would
be pretty safe to fill in some of these out-
lines without waiting for event.

No one has
relished more keenly than he the satires
and cartoons in which he has figured ever
since he came into national prominence.

His enemy
may condemn his projects as foolish, his
logic as Juvenile, his appearance, words,
and manners as ludicrous, and he is ready
to shake hands and break bread with the
censor five minutes later; but the man
who hints that he Is a hypocrite or a
rogue finds a very ugly and quite unap
peasable antagonist in him from that
day forth.

Mr. Roosevelt is a democrat with a
small "d." It will surprise no one to see
him, in a few weeks, walking the streets
of Washington as freely as Lincoln and
Grant did. He has always lived his
own life, and chosen his own friends In
aenance or tne carpers. Some persons
have accused him of being theatrical In
his methods. If this charge be true, the
tendency is as natural in his sense of
humor and that is very Irrepressible. Ho
is certainly not without a sharp eye for
dramatic effect, but this more often shows
itself in some isolated act designed to con-
vey a lesson than in one which Is merely
Incidental to his general course of con-

duct A typical instance occured when
Dr. Ahlwardt, the anti-Semit- ic agitator
from Berlin, visited New York in 1895.
Mr. Roosevelt was then Police Commis-
sioner, and not a few of the New York
anti-Semit- came to him In alarm lest
the Jews should rise and mob the orator
on the night of his first address. The
Commissioner's response was to select
from the whole police force a squad of
Hebrews whose physiognom y bespoke
their race most conspicuously; these of-

ficers ho placed in charge of the hall
where Ahlwardt was to appear, with a re-

minder that In this country of free
speech they could show their good citi-

zenship in no more striking manner than
by protecting the very man who had

TOUCH MANY COUNTRIES

Will Start From California
and End in Philippines,

Albany, N. Y., Sept. 3. The Commercial
Pacific Cable company, with a capital
stock of $100,000. was Incorporated here
today by the following gentlemen: John
W. Mackay, Clarence H. Mackay, Edward
C. Piatt, Albert Beck, George G. Ward,
Albert B. Chandler and William W. Cook.
Respecting the purposes and prospects of
the new company, Mr. Mackay said today
that the Commercial Pacific Cable com-
pany had been organized for the purpose
of laying a submarine cable from Califor-
nia to the Philippine Islands, by way of
Honolulu in the Hawaiian islands. The

Obviously, Hawaiian This
portion, Mr. Mackay expects, will bo in
operation within nine months. The time
required for the laying of the remainder
of the cable from the Hawaiian Islands to
the Philippine Islands will depend on how
quickly the cable can be manufactured,
but Mr. Mackay believes the whole cable
will be completed within two years from '

The new company, Mr. Mackay
nounces, Is willing to lay the cable on the
same terms and conditions at San Fran-
cisco, Honolulu and Manila, so far as the
landing rights are concerned, as were
Imposed by the United States government
on tho cable lines which have been landed
on the Atlantic coast the United
States. The new company does not ask
any or any guaranty, which Is
Mr. Mackay's reason for believing there
will be no trouble In agreeing with the
government on the terms and conditions
upon which the cable will landed.

The new cable, when it reaches the
Philippines, will connect at that point
with tho present submarine cablo running.
from the Philippines to Japan, and also
the cable running from the Philippines
to China. A cable route from
and Japan to the United States will there-
by established. At present cablegrams
from to the United States have to
be sent by way of Europe. Mr. Mackay
said that the present cablo rates from
the United States to China and Japan and
to the Philippines would reduced when
tho new cable s laid, from 30 to CO per
cent.
