ter, president; Senator J. C. Marrow, Had-da-

T. Simmons. Caldwell, treasurer.

After considerable discussion the com-
mission declined to go to St. Louis on
Wednesday of next week for the purpose
of selecting a site for the Kansas building
at the exposition. While no definite plans
have been outlined, it is the intention to
erect a creditable building at the cost
possibly of $50,000. It is probable that few,
if any exhibits, will be made In the build-
ing, but instead It will be used for the
recepton of Kansas visitors at the ex-

position.
Governor Stanley thinks Kansas should

be well represented at the exposition and
is especially desirous that a good building
be erected. He says that it should be used
principally for reception puiposes. It is
his ponion that Kansas made a great mis-

take at the Chicago world's fair in de-

voting all the space in its buldng to ex-

hibits and forcing Kansas people to other
state buildings when they desired to rest.

HOW'D ROOSTER DO?

J. Mack Love Wants Democrats to
Take Rooster as Emblem.

Topeka, Kan., Oct. 2. It is understood
that J. Mack Love, chairman of the Dem-

ocratic state central committee, is endeav-
oring to Induce the Democrats over the
state to adopt the picture of a rooster
as the emblem for the Democratic ticket.
The anti-fusio- n election law passed by the
last legislature makes it obligatory for an
emblem to be placed at the head of even
ticket on the ballot. The Democratic
state committee failed to adopt an em-
blem within the required time and now it
will be necessary for the various town-
ship, county and city committees to meet
and select an emblem to head the ticket
at the election this fall. Next year the
state convention can select an emblem
which will be permanently adopted. It is
desired, however, to have an uniform em-

blem used this year if possible.
The purpose of placing pictures at the

head of each ticket is to aid illiterate
voters in distinguishing their own party
ticket and to prevent them from voting
in the wrong row of squares. The Re-

publicans have adopted an eagle for their
emblem. The prohibitionists a body of
water over which the morning sun is ris-

ing, and the Populists the picture of a
comfortable country home.
