BACK TO OLD CELL

Roland llolineaux Is Taken Sack to
ihe Tombs.

New York, Oct 17. Richard B. AEoii-neu- x,

after spending eighteen months in
the death house at Sing Sing prison, is
tonight in his old ceil at the Tombs, this
city. He was brought from thee tate
prison during the afternoon and reached
the Tombs at 5:30 o'clock- - He was ac-
companied on the trip by his father. Gen-
eral Molineux, and George Gordon Battle,
one of the counsel. Molineux's appear-
ance did not bear out the stories that he
had grown stouter In Sing Sing. He look-
ed very healthy, although showing the
prison pallor, but very spare and there
were slight hollows in his cheeks.

There was no crown' at the Tombs
when the carriage containing the party
drew up before the door. Molineux step-
ped out, greeting reporters and others
whom he knew, bowing right and left
to the employes of the prison whom he
met. Once inside, "Warden Hagen took
Molineux's pedigree. At the conclusion
of this formality. General Molineux
bade his soon good-nig- and emerged
from the prison with Mr. Battle.

ON LOTTERY CASES

Arguments ore Concluded Before the
Supreme Conrt,

"Washington, Oct. 17. Argument was
concluded today before the supreme coutr
of the United States in the well known
lottery cases. Constitutional questions of
exceptional Importance are involved. The
precise Question is the power of congress
to forbid the conveyance of lottery mat-
ter from state to state through such
agencies as express companies. After lot-
tery matmr was excltided from the rasil..
the lottery compares utilized the expres
companies in the conveyance of their
tickets. Cooggress m 1835 passed a law
to forbid thte. and its power to do this
as a regulation of commerce Is the ques-
tion involved in th present argument.
The question has ben three times before
the court, under advisement. The ques-
tion is believed to be of exceptional im-

portance, not only because it effects the
power to suppress lotteries, but because
the exact nature of of the constitutional
power to regulate commerce is directly in
question.
