It devel-
oped at the trial that Pesky and his son,
who are Bohemians, are of a troublesome
nature. On several occasions they have
quarreled with their neighbors and the
old man has a habit of drawing a gun on
people who do not agree with him In
every particular.

Forester and Robertson All these men
are well known cattlemen, and while
the nation has threatened many times to
enforce the law, yet no attempt has ever
been marfe to remove them until now
Some of ?tie cattlemen who are on the list
have come in and straightened up the
matter with the Indians as soon as they
fotmd ont that the interior department
meant to carry out the law to the letter,
while ohers have been Inclined to defy
the nation.

"I wish you would say," remarked Capt.
Bills "that in regard to the game law
which forbids the killing and shipping
of game from the territory, no violation
of it has occurred this year, despite the
reports going the rounds of the papers.
I have with my officers visited the scene
of very reported violation and I have
found every report to be a canard pure
and simple. We have orders of the
strictest kind to confiscate all game, guns
and huntlae apparatus used by hunters
who Intend to ship any gama from the
territory. Pauls Valley and Purcell fur--
Blsh a fc " gators of this law last
year, but none this. I have orders to go
to Milo and lnvesUgate a case this week,
but am satisfied that It is another false
report. So far there has been nothing in
the reported violations, and if vigilance
can prevent it, the officers and myself
will see that none of it is done."
