CORN AND OATS

Wheat Makes Poor Shoving,
Closing Lower,

Chicago, Oct 29. Buying by profes-
sionals gave corn and oats strength Inde-

pendent of a sagging wheat market today
and December wheat closed 6Jc lower,
December corn c higher, and De-

cember oats &e advanced Provisions
closed 215c lower.

Corn developed the most activity it has
shown in a week, mainly on a drive by
the bull clique. Influenced by a depressed
wheat opening, December started un-

changed to a shade lower at 56 to 56

56c Liverpool cables Indicated a com-

fortable increase in prices, and when
there was a considerable demand by ship-

pers and commission houses, and but
a scanty supply wherewith to fill it, the
bulls started in to push priceB upward.
The sagging wheat market retarded this
advance at times, but December sold to
57c just before the end of the session,
closing firm, 46c higher, at 57&657a
Receipts were 217 cars.

Cables were Indifferent in the wheat
market at the opening and December
started unchanged to a shade lower, at
7171c Early advices had it that the
drought still continued In Argentina, and
prices rose a shade from the opening fig-

ures. A quantity of long wheat was ab
sorbed before direct cables announced
the end of the drought, and then there
was a scurry to unload. Under this
pressure and influenced by a very dull
market, prices declined, being steadied
at times only by the strength In corn.
December sagged to 76670c, and closed
weak, ic lower, at 7070tc. Local
receipts were 240 cars, two of contract
grade; Minneapolis and Duluth reported

69 cars, making a total for the three
points of 1,109 cars, against 962 last week
and 767 a year ago. Primary receipts
were 1,250.000 bushels, compared with
932,000 bushels a year ago. Seaboard
clearances In wheat and flour were 466,000

bushels. The seaboard reported 11 loads
taken for export. Bradstreet's reported
the world's visible supply Increase 2,954,-00- 0

bushels.
.Oats were fairly active early, follow-

ing the lead of corn. Scarcity of offer-
ings was the early feature, and Decem-
ber opened a shade higher. Shippers and
commission houses started the buying
and were soon joined by professionals.
December sold between 36 and 366c, and
closed firm, Hc higher, at 3Gc. Re-
ceipts were 219 cars.

Provisions experienced a dull, narrow
market Liberal receipts of hogs started
an early decline and free offerings of
lard prevented any support on the
strength of the coarser grains. Shorts
and English packers were the best buy-
ers. January pork closed 2 cents lower
at $14.90, January lard 15c depressed, at
$S.60, and January ribs 5 cents down, at
$7.67.

of the day. It was argued that with the
easier tone of exchange and the moderate
views expressed as to gold requirements
by the authorities of the Bank of France,
the probability of an outgo of gold on
Thursday of this week was considerably
lessened. The announcement just before
the close of the market of an engage-
ment of $600,003 in gold for shipment on
Thursday precipitated a sharp realizing
movement, and wiped out a good part of
the earlier advances. Another $2,000,000
engagement was announced after the
close. It was very notable that the
stocks that were weakest yesterday were
foremost as a rule In the recovery to-

day. The recovery did not reach to the
full extent of yesterday's losses at any
time. The upward reaction was achieved
also on a considerably smaller volume
of business. There was an expectation
this morning among the small specula-
tors at least, that formal announcement
might be made during the day of an ad-
justment of the Northern Pacific diffi-
culty. This expectation was again appar-
ent Competent observers of the situation
believed that this may be a dally Inci-
dent for some time to come, as consulta-
tions on this situation are constantly
held, but with much remaining to be
agreed upon. Among the day's special
movement the sensational rise In Mich-
igan Central revived the rumors of com-
ing developments in the Vanderbilt group
and was reflected In sharp advances in
other members of the group. Michigan
Central sold yesterday at 116, an ad-
vance of several points over the preced-
ing sale In last March. Today it sold
in lots successively at 11S, 120.
125, 135 and 140, after which it relapsed to
130. No explanation was forthcoming of
the movement Amalgamated Copper was
influenced by the supposition that devel-
opments are pending which will benefit
the conditions in the trade. There was
some support also for the United States
Steel stocks, accompanied by reports of
great activity in that industry-Broker- s

credited with acting for in-

siders both in United States Steel and
Amalgamated Copper bought their re-

spective stocks together today. These In-

terests have been supposed to hold di-

vergent views of tho speculative outlook
for some time. The buying of Amalga-
mated Copper for Boston account was
very large, as it was of other stocks.
This was supposed to be rebuylng of
stocks sold yesterday from that source.
In consonance with the upward move-
ment of prices, the prevalent view of the
money outlook was less pessimistic, al-

though conditions in that market remain
the same. A number of favorable condi-
tions which were Ignored yesterday in the
selling movement came in consideration,
especially the continued trade activity as
reflected in tho large bank clearings
throughout the country, and the sustain-
ed increase In railroad earnings.

Reports today of September net earn-
ings showed an increase over Septem-
ber last year for some of the Important
systems as follows: Atchison, $423,966;
Reading system. $S0,S53; Northern Pacific,
$363,227; Erie, $392,227, and Chesapeake and
Ohio, $31,775. Amalgamated' Copper was
the only stock to recover all of yester-
day's decline. The closing was dull and
heavy at the reaction.

Railroad bonds moved narrowly and
were irregular. Total sales, par value,
$1.S75,000. United States new fours de-
clined Y per cent on the last call.
