TO ACT AS GOVERNOR

Un till Ferguson Can Assume
His Executive Duties.

Guthrie, O. T., Dec. 2. As a climax to
the stern statement made by President
Roosevelt telling why he could not re-

appoint Wm. Jenkins as governor of Ok-

lahoma, William Grimes received the fol-
lowing telegram today from Secretary
Hitchcock:

"Washington, D. C. Dec L
"Wm. Grimes, Acting Governor, Guthrie,

O. T.:
'Tho president having removed Wm.

M. Jenkins as governor and appointed
Thomas B. Ferguson as governor and
the latter being absent from the terri-
tory, you are directed to act as gover-
nor until Thomas B. Ferguson returns to
the territor yand assumes his duties.

" E. A. HITCHCOCK, Secretary."
Mr. Grimes assumed his duties today

and will take care of all the business that
come into the governor's office until the
return of Governor Ferguson. The tele-
gram from Secretary Hitchcock means
that Mr. Jenkins cannot transact no more
business and ordinarily would need to se-

cure the consent of Acting Governor
Grimes in order to remove his personal
belongings from the governor's office.

This decision coupled with the state
ment made by President Roosevilt has
caused Mr. Jenkin's friends to feel that
the authorities at Washington had been
too severe in his case; and that the state
ment alone was enough to cause Mr.
Jenkins to be "a marked man" without
any telegram deposing him from official
duties after his return and until Gover-
nor Ferguson returns from Washington,
to assume his duties in the governor's
office. Mr. Jenkins is expected in the city
tonight and plans were made today for
several of his intimate friends to meet
him.

In the eyes of Oklahoma the action of
President Roosevelt is a surprise. Ordi-
narily a man in trouble, or who could not
!e would have been given
an opportunity to resign ,and that would
have ended the episode. In this case,
however, a written statement, signed by
the president and sc? thing to the ex-

treme, was published broadcast, and in
the annals of Oklahoma politics it is
without precedent. Politically, Governor
Jenkins, no matter what Ins prospects
might have been for th iulf llment of
ambitions In this line, can never hope
to rise above the conditions lu"h hr. e
surrounded Mm and finally caused his
removal.

MYSTERY IS UNSOLVED

Inquest Over Body of Man Murdered
at Shawnee Is Held.

Shawnee, O. T.. Dec. 2. The Inquest
held upon the unknown party who was
found murdered in a pasture some six
miles east of here last Wednesday even-
ing, was held at the undertaker's room
on North Broadway, says the Quill, late
Saturday afternoon. The Inquest develop-
ed no new facts outside of
Mr. Duncan, who held a shcrt conversa-
tion with the deceased the evening prev-
ious to the discovery of the remains in
tho pasture.

The
last I saw of the deceased ho was going
oast."

The two negroes, Ed. Frazler and Wylie
Walker, who was arrested on suspicion
of having committed the crime, was re-
leased today. They, of course, claimed
they never raw the man and knew noth-
ing of him whatever. They wore a tough
looking pair, and will beft rwatching.

The remains of tho unknown was In-

terred yesterday by the county, thus
probably closing a chapter In the affair
of men that will never be unraveled.
