The marketing
of hogs that weigh 200 pounds, instead
of 2Sf will make some difference in the
meat supply.

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Speculation Recalls Days of

Hutchinson and Kent,

CLOSE OVER CENT HIGHER

Bull Enthusiasm Seldom Seen

of Late Reigns,

Chicago, Dec 4. Speculation of the
board of trade today was such as to re-

call the great transactions of Hutchin-
son, Cudahy, Kent, Ream and the other
giants who ruled the pits and swung
prices for fortunes every session. Bull
enthusiasm such as has not been seen
often in late years had possession of the
markets and In spite of heavy selling
for profits every pit closed strong. De-

cember and May wheat both closed 1ft

le up, December corn 1&1c higher,
May corn lc up, December corn 11Hc
Higher, May corn lc up, and May oats

11c higher. Provisions closed 10 to
22c advanced.

Transactions in wheat were on a scale
that Indicated the western country was
thoroughly aroused to the situation. The
slight sag at yesterday's close following
yesterday's early buoyancy attracted
buyers everywhere. The countryman was
practically in control of the market. Out-
side markets responded rapidly to every
bullish incentive, and this strength was
again reflected here. Flour at Minneap-
olis advanced 10c Dry weather in the
southwest was reported damaging to the
winter crops, and news was constantly
arriving that wheat was being fed to
stock. With all these influences trade
showed a steady advance. December
opeaed to c up, sold to ToToc and
closed strong, 1 to lVic higher, at TJ'Su
75c May opened to c up, and
sold to 79ic, closing strong, lfilchigher, at TJftic Iocal receipts were 35

cars, none of contract grade; Minneapo-
lis and Duluth reported 743 cars, making
a total for the three points of 79S cars,
against 1,086 last week and 19 a year ago.
Primary receipts were 954,000 bushels,
compared with 742,000 bushels last year.
Seaboard clearances in wheat and flour
equalled only 189,000 bushels.

Corn lent its share of activity to the
general strength. The buying was of
general character, with shorts covering
and a good demand present from the out-

side Offerings at times were very light.
Wheat activity influenced this pit greatly
and light receipts and unsettled weather
brought on a bull campaign. Trade was
not heavy, but the market was under a
constant nervous strain. Country buying
orders were liberal. December, which
