The finest train Wichita has ever seen
came in over the Santa Fe last evening:.
It came from the north and rested-her- e

an night. It consisted of the latest pal-
ace car made by the Pullman company,
used for the first time on this trip, the
speual car of PresMent E. P. Ripley of
the Santa Fe, the special car of President
Thomas,. B. Fowler of the New York. On-
tario &. Western, the special car of H.
U. Mudse, general superintendent of the
Santa one Conway and two baggage
cars.

On the train were President Ripley,
President Fowler, General Manager
kludge. General Purchasing Agent J. C.
xiodn-- of the Santa Fe, Directors R.
Somrn. rs Hays, Edwin J. Berwind affd A.
C. 3obts of the Santa Fe, James Dunn,
chief engineer of the Santa Fe. Jlr. Rich-
ardson of the Santa Fe company and A.
C. Ayer, the raljroad king of ine world.

A pee;; into that train would remind
one of his youthful conception of the
palaces of kings. It was lighted through-
out with electric lamps. The polish and
vartiish d the finish of the cara reflected
these lights like mirrors of French plate.
Everything shone resplendent.

The furniture and appointments were
perfectly gorgeous. The seats were-- a tri-
umph of the upholsterer's art, and the
tableviare might have given Richelieu
himself delight. It would seem that the
occupants could never have any trouDles,
but they have.

The magnificent Interior of this train
was a study and an Inspiration Combined.
It was a study because it was artistic,
and an Inspiration because riding in on
like it is not beyond the hope dY any
bright American boy of honesty, indus-
try and ambition. Few of tho men who
slept In Its downy beds last night were
born of any other aristocracy than the

aristocracy of brains. Some of
them are graduates of no other university
than thai of ' hard knocks," which has
given to. t!i world the men who have
siven uirection to the world's greatest
enterprises and affairs.

At Ra'st one of them, H. U. Mudge, the
greatest climber of modern times, was a
Kansas boy. who, within the memory of
men still young, was an uncommon com-
mon laborer with the road whose general
affairs ho now manages. Ho slept on tho
prairie and plodded on the roadbed to
earn a ride on this palatial train and to
court morpheus on its bed of down,
it w-i- s the custom to estimate achieve-
ment by industry, by study and by loy-
alty to duty as It is tb estimate it by
the common means modern politics the
name Afudgo would be certain of a place
in the school books of the state. There
is probably no Kansan whose recbrd is
morf worthy of emulation by the poor
boys of the Sunflower state.
