Sheriff Simmons then telephoned to
Caldwell and gave a description of the
parties to the officers there and toid them
to arrest them. Late last night the sheriff
received a message from the marshal at
Caldwell that the parties were captured
and would be held until the Sedgwick
county officer could come after them.

Sherin? Simmons will leave this morning
and bring the three back to this city, and
Mr. Sleece will be given a chance to tell
his side of the case to the Judge of the
city court.

They have never
shown a disposition to be bad according
to their friends' statements and no reason
could be assigned to their going away
from home, especially as they are well
treated, and it is alleged that they have
not known the man they ran away with
but a very short time.
