FOUND DEAD ON STREET

Unknown Old Man Dies on Streets of
Oklahoma City.

Oklahoma City, O. T.. Dec. IS. Monday
night, or rather yesterday morning about
1 o'clock the police came upon the body
of a man lying on tho sidewalk near
Laird's hardware store, relates the Ok- -

l&homan. Tho body was cold and stiff.
The police took the body to the morgue
of Street & Reed. Thero was no papers
on the body by which it could be identi-
fied. There was only 510 in the pockets.
There were no bruises on the body to
indicate that the deceased had come to
his death by foul means and the presence
of the money Indicated that ho had not
been rolAed.

At first it was believed that the body
was that of A. A. Anderson of Pauls "Val
ley. This mistake occured through the
mixing of some papers by the police, who
got the papers belonging to another man
for the papers belonging to tho dead man.
Anderson's friends at Pauls Valley were
telegraphed for before tho mistake was
discovered. Then another message was
sent io Pauls Valley informing them of
the mistake.

There has been no clue to the man's
identity discovered and although there
have been hundreds of people visiting
the morgue in the hopes that they might
clear up the mystery no one has yet been
able to say that they have seen the man
anywhere.

The dead man is about 50 years of age,
rather tall and rather gray. The doctors
have not said yet as to what the man
died of. but it is believed the man had
teen drinking heavily and had died of
heart failure. It is not believed that he
froze to death, as the man who had
passed along there a few minutes before
saw the old man walking along the street.

It is probable that the remains will be
buried without bting identified.

Selling Knocks Bulls,

OPENING IS MISLEADING

May Wheat, Corn and Oats

Close Lower.

Chicago, Dec. IS. Numerous bearish
conditions, abetted by the liberal selling
after a firm opening, brought a sharp
slump in all grains today, May wheat
closing ic down. May corn to c lower,
and May oats to lower. Provisions
closed to 5c down.

At the outset nearly every bit of news
favored an upturn in wheat. Cables
were firmer, receipts, both local and
northwestern, were very small, and prom-
ised to be smaller because of hard rail-
roading during the cold weather, and
many shorts were buying. The trade
was not large, but the general tone was
ono of buoyancy at the opening. May
started a shade to ic up, at SO to 800)
804c, and rapidly advanced to S0c.
When the wheat bought early began to
come out for profits there also devel-
oped bearish factors that at once sent
prices backward. The seaboard reported
no export sales, and even indicated that
foreigners were there. The re-

port of a disturbed state of affairs In the
Minneapolis flour market and the con-
sequent reselling of flour there by millers
also troubled bulls. Outsiders were do-

ing practically no buying, and the holi-
day dullness prevailed against the early
advance. May wheat started on the slide
downward and touched 79c, closing weak
and c lower, at 7O079Vc. Local re-
ceipts were only 14 cars, none of con-
tract grade; Minneapolis and Duluth re-

ported 516 cars, making a total for the
three points of 630, against 805 last week
and 463 a year ago. Primary receipts
were 773,765 bushels, compared with 715,-0-

bushels last year. Seaboard clear-
ances in wheat and flour equalled 247,-0-

bushels.
Corn was active for a short time after

thd opening, commission houses taking
a quantity of long property. The cable
list and the stock shortage by reason of
the weather had the helpful influence
that started an early firmness. But when
wheat began to slump, corn lost Its hold
and followed. The cash situation was
not good and the general Christmas dull-
ness did the rest to press prices down.
May opened steady, sold up c, but re-

acted and closed weak, to c lower, at
C6c. Receipts were only 37 cars.

Oats were rather dependent on the
other grains and were quiet. The eastern
demand and the cash situation were dull.
Early in the day there was some profes
sional bulling, but on the weakness in
the other pits May, which had shown
fair early strength, declined and closed
weak, i to c down, at Uc Receipts
were 96 ' cara.

Provisions were dull and followed
grains. The lower prices for hogs at the
yards also depressed this market slightly.
The opening was steady, but a fair
amount of realizing brought an easy
close. May pork closed 2ft to 5c down,
at $16.75016.77; May lard 5c off, at $9.85,
and May ribs 2ic lower, at $5.60.

In the prices of copper was the feature
of the day. The weakness yesterday in
Amalgamated which continued this morn-
ing, was due to the assumption that
there would be further declines in the
price of the company's product. The
rally of 4 points in the price of the
stock after the reduction of selling prices
by the United Metals Selling company in-

dicated that yesterday's selling was by
professional bears, and was overdone. The
fact that the former difference between
the price of Lake Superior and Electro--"
lytic Copper was narrowed by today's
changes was taken as an Indication of
an adjustment of difference of opinion
between the controlling Interests in Amal-
gamated Copper and Calumet and Hecla,
as it has been supposed that the latter
interests maintained that Amalgamated
had an undue advantage from the rela-
tive cheapness of electrolytic copper.
Many rumors were industriously circu-
lated of progress towards adjustment of
all of the late unsettling influences In
tho copper situation. The lowering of
prices by the dominant powers in the
trade is believed to have cut off the mar-
gin of profit on productions of many of
the minor producers, thus foreshadow-
ing a decline in production. The bear
contingeflt in these securities were also
apprehensive that the bottom point had
been reached, as it is obviously bound to
do at some time after its extensive de-

cline. The possibility that all the bad
news was out added to the urgency of the
demand from the shorts. Amalgamated
closed at the top price, three points above
last night and six points above the low
record price. Further selling by Standard
OH in the outside market at as low as
650 was attributed to sympathy with the
weakness in Amalgamated Copper.
