Dun Kevicws Trade for Weclc and
for Tk'ear.

New York, Dec. 27.- -R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade will say tomor-

row:
If any evidence was needed of the un-

paralleled prosperity with which this na-

tion has been blessed during the past
year, the expenditure for Christmas gifts
and decorations should be ample. Dis-

tribution of Christmas gifts among the
employes of large firms and corpora-

tions was on the same scale often the
increase over last year, amounting o

100 per cent, while the profit sharing; at
the end of the year wil reach the unpre-

cedented figure. It Is noticed that the
southern trade shows loss satisfactory
gains over last year than at other sec-

tions, which is not surprising, as the prin-

cipal product of the south has averaged
from $S to $10 per bale less than a year
ago, while the quantity thus far mar-

keted shows no commensurate business.
Folowing closely upon the interrup-

tion by floods and storms last week,
transporting aad manufacturing facil-

ities were further handicapped by num-

erous markets. Iron furnaces and steel
mills were tied up and the movement
of coke was hampered.
