Governor Stanley Will be Held

by Deposed Judges,

SAYS JUDGE THOMPSON

if He Attempts to Enforce

Biennial Election Law,

Topeka, Kan., Jan. L Should Governor
Stanley attempt to assist in enforcing
tho biennial election law by advising
sheriffs and county clerks to disregard
the orders of the old judges, whose of-

fices are rendered vacant under the law,
there is a possibility that be may be
called upon to answer to the charge of
contempt of court before each of the old

judges.
Judge Yilllam Thompson of Burlin-gam- e,

ono of the judges whose tenure of
offico Is effected by the biennial election
law, was in the city yesterday consult-

ing with his attorneys. He has arranged
to open court in Potawatomle county on
January 10 and Intends to refuse to va-

cate his office. Similar action also will
probably be taken by Judge "W. T. Mo-Bri-

of Wellington, Judge A. T. C.
Geiger of Oberlin, Judge J. E. Andrews
of Lacrosse, and Judge "W. S. Glass of
Marysville. Judge John T. Burrls of
Olathe, it Is thought, will not oppose the
law. Speaking about the matter last
night. Judge Thompson said:

"The old judges will refuse to vacate
their offices and will take all steps nee
essary to maintain the dignity of the
court. Anyone who attempts to thwart
an order of the old judges Is guilty of
contempt, even be he the governor of the
state. The old judges are the do facto
judges until they arc ousted by the su-

preme court and their actions are legal.
No ono can deny that.

"Wo have the utmost confidence that
the law will be declared unconstitutional.
Personally I have spent some little time
looking up the question of the right of
a legislature to create a vacancy and
provide for the appointment of the suc-

cessor to the deposed officer, where the
office concerned is an elective one. In
forty decisions, bearing on the .subject,
which I found In the reports of twenty-fiv- e

states, thero was but one decision
upholding the biennial election law, and
this was reversed by the same court
some years afterwards."

This method is one of the principal
punishments used in the federal prison,
and is only used In extreme cases and
then only after the prisoner has been
warned or has committed some flagrant
act against the rules and discipline of
the prison. Other punishments are to
deprive the prisoner of the writing priv-
ilege, his tobacco, some of his good
time allowance or some one of the other
favors accorded an inmate of one of
Uncle Sam's penal institutions.

Regarding the report that the plan
of having some of the prisoners trans
ferred to the Kansas state penitentiary
to be placed In the coal mines, Warden
McClaughry yesterday said to a re-
porter:

"I wish you would contradict the re-
port that we contemplate transferring
some of these men to the Kansas peni-
tentiary coal mines at Lansing. We
have no occasion for such a transfer.
We are fully able and can take care of
such men as wo have here without ask-
ing any state to assist us."

McFarland Twins, Formerly of Leav-
enworth, Will Sing for King.

Leavenworth, Kan., Jan. 1. Two girls
who formerly lived in Leavenworth, will
sing at the coronation ceremonies of
Edward "TCI next summer. This at the
especial direct request of tho king him-

self. In this connection a dispatch from
Denver says:

"Miss Mary McFarland and Miss Marie
McFarland, twin sisters, of this city,
who aro well known as much for their
beauty as for their talents as songsters,
have been chosen to sing at the coro-

nation ceremonies of Edward VII to be
held next summer. The Misses McFar-
land have been great travelers and it

j was on one of their journeys through
Europe that they met the present king

j of England, at that time the Prince of
Wales. It is stated that the royal com
mand to sing proceeds directly from
the king and is not the outcome of the
plans of the committee which has this
matter in hand. This 13 felt to be an
additional honor and tho residents of
this city who have watched the careers
of the twin sisters wjth a kindly Inter-
est are greatly pleased over the mat-
ter." '

These girls were born at Atchison.
They aro the daughters of Austin Mc-
Farland, who for tho past fifteen years
or more has lived in Denver and Is a
ticket agent for the Denver and Rio
Grande. They are cousins of Mrs. H.
B. Kelly of Topeka. The Kelly family
has photographs of the twins when they
were little girls.

Years ao their father lived In Leav-
enworth and wa3 in a railway ticket
office here. Later, about 1S70, ho was
one of the founders of the town of How-
ard City, and opened the first store
there, taking a claim in the vicinity.
He was generous In granting credit and
soon found that ho had exchanged all
of his merchandise for bad accounts.
He deeded his land to te Senator
H. B. Kelly and left Howard, after
a residence of five or six years, moving
to St. Joseph, where he followed his
former calling. Ho afterwards went to
Denver. He has paid special attention
to the musical education of his two
daughters, who are now In Europe.
When B. W. Howe of the Atchison
Globe was In Paris in May of last year
he entertained the Misses McFarland at
a dinner.

CRUSHED UNDERJB0N CRANE

Workman at lola Nearly Has His
Life Knocked Out of Him.

lola. Kan., Jan. 1. Thomas Heinpy. a
machinist at the Cement works, was bad-
ly Injured Monday, in one of the most
distressing accidents which have happen-
ed in lola for many a day. He was at
work at the lathe In the machine room
when an Iron crane, very heavy, which
runs overhead, was pushed past him.
