$105,000 CHURCH DESTROYED

XV'oplc's Church at Minneapolis Is
llurned to the ; round.

SL Paul. Jan. 29. The large house of
worship of the People's church, the inde-
pendent Congregational society of which
lr. S. G. Smith, the well known sociolo-
gist, is pastor, was destroyed by lire this
afternoon. The building contained an
auditorium with a seating capacity of
r,3(, kindergarten industrial school and
other branches, beside smaller meeting
rooms, and was situated on Pleasant ave-
nue. The mansion of James J. Hill, on
Summit avenue, is just back of the
church siws but was at' no time in dan-
ger. Hard work by the fire department,
however, was necessary to keep the
flames from spreading to the Farrington
apartment building and residences on the
other side of the church. The church was
built in HSS. and represented an outlay
of $1j5,k. The insurance was only
550.000.

BAKER CROSS EXAMINED

Evidence Concerning: Itice Sisra attires
Is Kroucht Out in I'atrirk. J'rlal.

Xew York. Jan. 29. Captain James A.
Baker again occupied the witness chair
at the trial of Lawyer Albert T. Pat-
rick for the murder of William 3tf. Rice,
almost th. entire two sessions of the
court be::iK taken up with cross examina-
tion. The cp:ain admitted that be had
expressed no opinion as to the genuine-
ness of th. signatures? of various papers
bearing- - Rice s name and which he now
calls forgerifs. until he had obtained
the opinion of handwriting experts. He
furthermore admits that Patrick before
his arrest told him he desirrd a full in-
vestigation of his relations with the aged
millionaire The witness, too. declined to
swear positively that Patrick was not
present in Rice s apartments when the
old man was at one time making depo-
sitions relative to litigation he was in-

volved in. The prosecution has been en-
deavoring to prove that Patrick awl
Rice had ner met. When Mr. Osborne,
for the people, offtred the i will in
evidence as to the ger.amtnese of th
signature, Mr. Moore, for the defense,
objected, declaring that th ruling or
the court of appeals in the Moiineux
cas- - pas pertinent. After listening to
Mr. Moore, who argued that the docu-
ment was improper and irrelevant as
evidence. Recorder Goff sustained tho ob-
jection. Xormal Meldrum. a banker, tes-
tified that the signatures on the $65.00?
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and $25,000 checks were forgeries.
The trial will go on tomorrow. -

Captain James A-- Baker was recalled
today. Recorder Goff declined to permit
Ceptain Baker to describe the signature
"W. M. Rice" on the assignment of prop-
erty shown by Patrick four days after
the old man's death. The witness iden-
tified a copy of the 1900 will and the copy
was admitted as evidence. The original
of the 1200 will was then presented by a
clerk from the surrogated office and it
was handed "to the witness for examina-
tion. The will consists of four pages
and each page bears the signature "V
M. Rice." Captain Baker said he was
sure none of these signatures were gen-

uine. The will of 1S9S, signed six times,
and known as the Baker will, was handed
to the witness, who said each of the
signatures were genuine.

The witness said Rice attended to all
of his own business affairs. Captain
Baker's firm received a business letter
from Rice about every two weeks. On
cross examination Captain Baker said he

t sure Patrick was not present
at" hearings in the matter of the litiga-
tions over Mr. Rice's will that was held
in Rice's apartments during three days.

Patrick also
said that It made no pecuniary differ-
ence to him which will was probated;
that he wanted the witness to make a
complete investigation of the whole mat-
ter, and that he had deposited the check
for $133,000 on the Fifth Avenue Trust
company, which had been certified to,
to await the result of the investigation.
Captain Baker could not remember that
he had testified before Magistrate Brann
that he would not swear that the signa-
ture on -- the Benson bank checks were
forgeries.

FIERCE

A HOT NAVAL BATTLE OCCURS
DOWN IN PANAMA.

Government Ship, After Shooting fop
Awhile, Comes Off Unmolested.

Panama, Jan. 29. The Colombian gov-
ernment fleet consisting of the steamers
Boyaca and Chucuriot and the armed
launch General Campo, which left here
yesterday to make an attempt to break
the blockade of Agua Dulce, where the
revolutionary fleet was last seen, and to
communicate with General Castro, the
Colombian commander, met the insurgent
steamer Padilla at Teguala, SO miles from
Panama, at 1 o'clock yesterday after-
noon and opened fire on her. The revo-
lutionary steamers Darien and Caitan
appeared on the scene soon after the en-
gagement began. The fire of the Cnu-cui- ot

was so well directed that it caus-
ed the revolutionary fleet to draw In
toward the shore, where the enemy's
ships were protected by land batteries.
The Chucucioto and Bocaya then retired
unmolested and arrived here at 5 p. m.
yesterday. The General Camps was not
engaged.

The force of General Herrera, the 'revo-
lutionary commander, is at San Carlos,
40 miles from Panama.

THAT TIRED HAND .

Of Admiral Schley Hesuniei Its
t'lieorfal Work in Kentucky.

Louisville, Ky., Jan. 23. Admiral
Schley in following the program prepared
in his honor of the Louisville Board of
Trade moved through the heavest sleet
storm that Louisville has experienced in
many years. In spite of the bad weather
more than 2,000 persons visited the board
of trade this morning and shook the ad-
miral's tired, but still ready and willing
right hand. A great crowd had gathered
in and about Exchange Hall, where the
admiral received the people.

Clarion E. Taylor, president of the
board, made the introductions and as the
crowd filed before him the admiral had a
courteous word of greeting for each.

Governor Beckham was in the line, but
was rescued early and stood tho remain-
der of the reception at the side of Mr.
Taylor. Among those in the line were
nine members of the Xational Association
of Naval Veterans. To each of them
the admiral devoted especial attention.

Luncheon at the Pendennis club follow-
ed and tonight the admiral was the guest
of honor at the annual banquet of the
Board of Trade at the Gait house. He
responded with a bow to the cheers that
greeted his entry to the banquet room.

The room was flower laden.
Admiral Schley, Governor Beckham,

General T. C. Catchings and others
spoke.

In the course of a brief speech at the
banquet Admiral Schley said: "I am on
record as saying that I would shoot any
man who mentioned- - Santiago. As I have
no wish to commit suicide, I will not
mention it mysetf, but I will relate to
you Oie story of the death by my side
of Lieutenant Keene, a Kentuckian of
blessed memory, some thirty years ago."
