LIVE HERE

That Is the Estimate of Wich-

ita's Population.

MADE BY DIRECTORY MAN

Gain of 3,-00- Inhabitants
18 Months.

CAREFUL FIGURES MADE

Liberal Allowance Made for
Duplicates and Corporations.

The population of Wichita la 20,000, ac-

cording to the estimate made by W. H.
Burche, who is preparing the new city
directory.

The estimate Is made after a careful
canvass of the city, and by computations
cased on the experience obtained in pre-

vious work in preparing directories.
The canvassers, who were each assigned

a certain part of tHe city, returned 15,5)
names, omitting the names of all people
under. 18 years of age. aifd also the
nanies of all married women.

It was estimated that about 500 of
names returned were the names of
or corporations, and these were stricken
from the list before population of the
city wag computed. This left 15,000 names.
It hns .also been dpmnnstratel hv e.vnerU

that about one-thir- d of the names I

secured in a canvass of the city would
be duplicates. Subtracting one-thir- d of j

15,000, or 5.000, thero still remain 10,000
people in this city over IS years of
exclusive of married women. It is uni- - v
versally estimated that the people over M
18 years of age, exclusive of married wo- - I

men.j compose one-thir- d of the popula- - I

tion, and on thisbasls, the esti- - '

mate, of 30,0J0 inhabitants of Wichita was j 4
made. The people included in this esti- - 9
mate are those residing within the legal f $
city limits, or in tracts of land entirely
surrounded by the city, as for example,
Mathewson's reserve, east of Wabash
avenue. While tho residents of these
tracts are not legally in the city limits,
they are Wichitans to all intents
purposes except those of taxation. In
making the above estimate, Mr. Burcho
did not include tho people who In
outlying tracts, contiguous to the city.

The growth of Wichita in tho past
eighteen months has been phenomenal.
The federal census, in the summer of 1900,

gave Wichita a population a few hundred
than 25.000, though it believed by

many that hundreds of people over-
looked by the census-taker- s. esti-
mate mado by Mr. Burche in July, 1900,

after canvassing the city for the
directory, was 27,000. The gain since then
has been 3,000.

Mr. stated yesterday that tho
canvassers found far fewer vacant
houses than they found eighteen
ago, and that many new names will ap-
pear in the directory.
