MORE li PUT IS

Wirhita Wholesale House Has

Increased Capital,

FIRM" IS REORGANIZED

Four Story Building Will Also

Be Erected,

Arrangements have been completed and
a firm organized that will gi-- e "Wichita

the biggest wholesale shoe house in the
west. It Is a reorganization of the Neff
Shoe- - company, with an additional capi-

tal of 5100,000. Sidney G. Neff, will be
the president and the firm name will
remain the same as it now it. The only
changes will be the Increase of the cap-

ital stock and the addition of interests
that will enable tho company to own
three factories and to control their out-
put. Mr. Neff said last night that ho
was not quite ready to say who tho
new members of tho firm would be and
hence it is supposed that they are men
who are already interested, as manufac-
turers perhaps, in the shoe business. It
i3 thought that one very wealthy man
will be actively connected with the firm,
as arrangements, according to the ad-

mission of Mr. Neff, have been made
for tho company to go into a new four-stor- y

building by September 1. Mr. Neff
says that the building will be put up and
gives its dimensions at 100 by 125 feet,
and four stories high. The Neff Shoe
company will occupy only twenty-fiv- e

feet front of this building, but another
enterprise will occupy the remaining
seventy-fiv- e feet. Within a month, it is
said, the proposed building will be ready
for contracts. It is to be a modern bus-
iness building, and it Is hinted that It
may bo put up on the site of tho old
City mills property. This, however, is
acknowledged to be mere guess work.

Mr. Neff will leave today for New York
and Boston to select and buy the in-

creased stock proposed to bo carried un-
der the reorganization, and will be ab-
sent for at least two weeks and maybe
longer. It is the purpose to have the
goods made to order, which 13 quite a
difficult job.

Under the reorganization the firm hvill
Increase the number of their traveling
men from three to six, the additional
ones being already engaged.

Mr. Neff has arranged for the disposal
of his retail department house and it
will be transferred to the new proprie-
tors on July 1. Until then it will be in
the hands of a manager, Mr. Neff hav-
ing decided to give his entire time to
the wholesale business. He says that
one thing is all that h can attend to
and that one thing will be the shoe bus-
iness exclusively. He says that a man
who has been in the shoo business for
twenty-fiv- e years can never be satisfied
with anything else.
