DAYS' CtoSE SHOWS GAIN

Local Contingent Plays for

Recovery and Wins,

Chicago. Feb. 25. Reaction after yes-
terday's heavy depression in grains set
In today and covering of short accounts
influenced by an improved foreign bus-
iness braced .the tone of the markets.
May wheat closed with a gain of cent,
May corn i cent, and May oats cent.
Provisions closed a shade to 2VL cents
lower.

Following yesterday's heavy liquida-
tion, the wheat trade hardly knew what
to expect at the opening today. There
was a possibility of another such day,
but the entire local contingent felt like
playing for a recovery on the theory
that prices had broken enough. Trade
was heavy, while prices were on their
early upturn, but quieted down later.
Some professional bulls secured i

priced stuff, with a view to later profits.
Cash business also Improved. May
opened a shade to : cent higher, at
75..7G. slid off to 75 and reacted to
76. The close was firm May cent
up. at 76. Receipts, 73 cars. Min-
neapolis and Duluth reported 401 cars,
making a total for the three points of
474, against 439 last week, and 3X5 a year
ago. Primary receipts were 5(2.000 bush-
els, against 415,000 last year. Seaboard
clearances equalled bushels, of
which 475,000 bushels were flour The
seaboard reported 25 cars taken for ex-
port.

FRANCHISE VOTED DOWN

Council Wonld Xot Pass 3Ir Halns-worth- 's

Measure.
A special meeting of the city council

was called lost night by Mayor McLean
to consider a proposition from John J.
Halnsworth. of Indianapolis, Ind., to dig
wolls in this city and try and develop nat
ural gas field3 in this vicinity. Every

werepresent . The franchise was voted !

down on the Idea that Mr. Halnsworth's
francliise was too much of a monopoly
on the gas business in this city to let it
be passed.

Mr. Halnsworth had prepared an ordi-
nance and had It submitted to the city
attorney during the afternoon and they
had discused it thoroughly. The fran
chise granted Mr. Halnsworth and his j

associates the right to lay pipes and con-
struct their appliances and apparatus
in the city and in fact, everything neces-
sary to distribute gas and oil throughout
tho city.

The franchise was to extend for twenty
years and it was provided that?-wor- on
sinking the wells should begin within six
months and they were not to go less than
two thousand feet, and if at th e expira-
tion of six months they did not begin
work, the franchise would be void.

The city attorney stated that this was
a blanket franchise and the members of
the council thought It was before they
had discussed It very long and had heard
Mr. Halnsworth's side of the matter.

There was a clauso that stated that
the company could furnish natural gas
If they could find it, and also that they
could furnish fueL- and Illuminating gas
made from oil or coal to the Inhabitants
of Wichita and there was where the coun- - j

cil balked and they absolutely refused
to go any farther with the franchise un- -
til they had time to consider It

J. Giles Smith was the first to start
tho discussion by moving that it be re-
ferred to the franchise and license com- - :

mittee to report at the second meeting
of the council in March. Mr
Halnsworth then said: "I have been here
five days and have thoroughly examined
the Held and 1 bellevo that gas is to be
found near here. I ask for no bonus from
the city or your people, but I want that
franchise as it stands. I cannot remain
here any longer and the franchise would j

be worthless to mo after tonight as I
could not go uacK ana ton my people ,

that 1 was unaoie to get tno rrancnise ;

they wanted. I do not ask for an exclu
slve franchise."

J. Giles Smith got the floor and said:
"Gentlemen, this Is a very important n.

I Imow that every one in this
city wants the natural gas field devel-
oped, but we must obtain the best prop-
osition from tie companies that we can.
Now, I think we should wait at least
two weeks before we pass this ordinance
and glvo the members time to consider It

"Mr. Iscly stated that he had not had
time to read the ordinance or think about
it. so he wanted more time and thought
that every member should read the ordi-
nance.

Mr. Burton asked Mr. Halnsworth if ho
would consider the proposition that a j
clause should be Inserted in the ordi
nance saying that if in the event the
company did not find gas or oil within
five years, then the franchise shook!
become void.

Mr. Halnsworth then said: "Now, gen
tlemen. I have had a great deal of ex
oerience in the nas business and it ta
a well known fact that a gas well will
only run about ten years and thn we
must figure some way of disposing or
using our apparatus. Now. we ask that j

you grant us the franchise so that when j

the gas does run out we can manufacture
gas and thus be able to get our money
out 'f the business. We are willing to
spend a good sum of money in this city
and a!! we ask to that you let us do this I

and thn give us a chance to get our '

money out again. It is a business propo-
sition with us. We cool do among you
and when r.ry n&mber asked how long
this gas business would continue and I
would tell them ten years they would
naturally ask what Is going to be done ;
