WYOMING'S HOLE IN WALL

Old Rendezvous of Cut Throats Belnsr
leveled Out.

Casper, Wyo.. Feb. 25. The notorious
"Holo in the Wall," in former years a
rendezvous for cattle "rustlers," mur-
derers and train and bank robbers, is
now a thinsr of the past. The county
commissioners havo called for bids for
blasting out a section of the high wall
of led sandstone, through which a small
stream flows and along which there is a
narrow trail leading through the wall of
rock to the fertile valleys within. It is
proposed to widen this trail, which was
used by the outlaws for many years,
and which, guarded by a few men, made
the "Hole" a veritable fortress, so that
freight teams and ordinary vehicle's can
pass in and out of the Hole-in- - the-Wa- ll

hundred pounds of dynamite
and giant powder will bo used in the
work. In many places hundreds of tons
of rock wil have to bo blasted away
from the wjills, wh le at other spots
only a few feet of rock will be removed.

The Rocky Mountain Bell Telephone
company is now constructing a line into
the country. mdl soon
the several ranches there will be placed
In communication with the outside world.
This line passes through a narrow de-

file in the wall and follows tho routo
of the proposed county road.

An old tumble-dow- n log house was
for many years the headquarters of the
outlaw band. It was only a mile from
the entrance to the "Hole," and here,
with a small guard at the entrance, the
thieves lived in perfect safety. It waa
hero that the stolen cattle and horses
were corralled and their brands changed.

Back of this ranch and extending for
a distance of forty or fifty miles is a
fertile valley, broken here and there by
small, rolling hills. Springs of sparkling
water, located in numerous spots in the
valley, feed a small stream in which
there are millions of trout. Along the
valley of this stream and its tributaries
there are beautiful meadows, furnishing
an abundance of grass for thousands
of cattle and horses, and it is no wonder
that the outlaws chose this romantic
and virgin spot for their hiding place.

In the early days the
country was settled by ranchmen, but
the depreaations of the outlaws soon
drove the ranchers out. With the pass-
ing of the Central Wyoming outlaw,
however, the rich country is again being
settled by peaceable and
citizens, and evil doers will never again
find a safe hiding place there.

UNCLE SAM, THE BOSS

He Ixofpose.s to See That China Is
Trented Fair by Others.

Washington, Feb. 25. The I'nlted States
Government has proposed to the powers
concerned in the Chinese treaty that
they consent to a pro rata reduction of
claims so as to maintain the total within
the sum of ljo.090 taels. which the powers
agreed to accept from China as full in-

demnity for the outrages. Germany has
discovered that she placed her claim too
low and has demanded an increase in al-

lowance of 10,000,080 taels and if this is
to be met by the other signatory powers
to agree to submit to the rro rata de-

duction of that sum from their own orig-
inal allotments. The United States is
firmly opposed to any attempt to extort
from China more than th loO.OOO.OWu taels
and It will avoid the creation of a prece-
dent to be followed by the other powers
iu the allowance of tnis German claim.

DECLARES HIS INNOCENCE

Says He Left Before Crime
Was Committed

New Tork, Feb. 25. Jos. Wilfrid Blon-dl- n,

ch arged with tho murder of his
wife by cutting her head off at Chalms-for- d,

near Boston, last June, was arreste-e- d

here today. He was identified by a de-

tective from Boston while he was mak-

ing application to bo examined for an
engineer'3 office. The prisoner admitted
his identity but profesed to know noth-

ing of the killing of his wife.
Yesterday Blondn called at the bureau

of boiler inspection at headquarters to
apply for an engineer's license. He evi-

dently did not notice his own picture
posted on the wall with the usual an-

nouncement of a reward for his appre-
hension. Captain Titus, of the detective
bureau, told the man to call again this
morning and wired to Boston for a de-

tective who could identify Blondin. When
Blondin returned this morning ho was
Instantly identified by the Boston detec-
tive and immediately arrested.

In court the prisoner was remanded
till tomorrow to await extradition papers.
At headquarters ho declared that he had
last seen his wife while he was seeing
her off at u.e station at Boston. Hearing
later of the discovery of her body he
feared, he said, that he would be accused
of tho murder and fled to New York. Ho
said he had made several trips as a coal
paser on the North German Lloyd steam-
er. When arestcd he aald ho was endeav-
oring to get the position of engineer In
a hotel in which he worked.

ASSAY OFFICES WRECKED

Haiders Blow Up the High Grade Or
Purchasers.

Victor, Col., Feb .25. Cripple Creek is
in a state of terror, owing to a precon-
certed attack upon all the leading assay
offices doing business in tho distrist Be-
ginning at 3 o'clock this morning, and
following in rapid succession, six explo-
sions wrecked as many assay offices in
the centers ranging from Victor to Crip-

ple Creek, and up to Goldfield. In every
instance the object sought by tho Incen-
diaries was accomplished by the destruc
tlon of the offices, with their fine equip-
ment of delicate balances.

"Scientist" for His Ignorance

OnKANS AS SUGAR BEETS

Shows How Kansas Broke AN

Records on One Trial.

Topeka, Kans., Feb. 25. Last night
Secretary Coburn in an interview took

another of his handsome sldo swipes at
one of the Washington agricultural
"scientists," Professor "Wiley, who la a
statement ridiculed the profitable growth
of sugar beets in Kansas. Secretary
Coburn says:

"I note, by the story sent to the press
from Washington, that Chief Chemist
"Wiley, of the deportment of Agriculture,
repeatedly declares Kansas is not to be
considered seriously in the development
of the beet-sug- industry, and that foa
this reason he cruelly refuses the Kansas
congressmen and senators any portion
of the free sugar-be- et being handed out
to others.

"I am not a chemist, a r, cor
a sugar-be- et crank; I don't live in Wash-
ington and I don't know whether Kan-
sas will or not be "seriously considered,"
there, but a very good way to incite Kan
sas to do some unusual or "Impossible"
thing have tho Washington authori-
ties say that it can't be done. Kansas
is likely to do it then, pust to show 'em.

"Instead of authorizing at long range,
let us for a moment get right down close,
and look the situation squarely In the
face, to date: No part of ITanris ever
tried to raise sugar beets for suvr fac-
tory purposes prior to last year, wL-n-

,

owing to the proximity of a factory at
Rocky Ford, Col., one hundred or more
farmers all new to the business, repre-
senting a strip of country 75 miles long
undertook the raising of a few acres of
beats each, under a contract with the
factory, at $4 per ton for all beets with at
least 12 por cent of sugar, and an in-

creased price in proportion as the beets
sweeter. Some neglected their crops and
did not attempt to deliver them to the
fectory, but 77 growers harvested 17i7

tons from S3 "acres, or 22 3 tons each,
ranging In sugar content, according to
the factory's weighing and paying, from
13.3 to 23.8 per cent, and averaging tho
good with the bad, 17.S per cent, while the
average in Germany, the great beet sugar
country of the world, is reported as about
15 per cent, and in all Europe but 13

to U per cent. Some of these beets were
rich enough that tho factory was glad
to pay as high as 57.50 per ton for thorn,
and paid for all Kansas beets 55.14 per
ton.

The average profit per acre realized by
37 growers from whom figures wero ob-
