PUNGENT CRESSES.
Of these wu have two varieties. The

watercresses grows freely in wet places,
especially in shallow streams, near
springs and always under water, is one
of our most common as well as popular
salad gTcens. Jt belongs to the mustard
family and owes Its biting, pungent oil
to an essential oil, like the mustard.

TJie dietetic value of course is not de-

pendent on the proportion or amount of
organic nutrients present, but mainly
upon the aromatic oil. sulphur and other
mineral matters present. The cultivated
cress usually found in our markets is
larger and nrtre tender than the wild,
whHe it contains all the aromatic pun-

gency of the latter.
The garden variety known ns pepper

grass, possesses an even greater pungen-
cy of flavor. Cress is used more for gar-
nishing than in salads.

INDIAN CRESS.
