CUT. HIS THROAT

Geo. W. Griswold Commits Suicide
Near ly2nhoe.

Beaver, O. T., May 20. George W.
Griswold, a new settlers, who recently
located near Ivanhoe, committed suicide.
by cutting. Ills throat with a pocket
knife.

The deceased had .been an inmate of
an insane asylum but was released about
seven months nefore their removal to
this country. He was formerly of Illi-
nois but removed to thla" country about
a yea rago in the hope of regaining hia
health. About two weeks before the
awful event occurred his family noticed
that he acted strangely and they watch
ed him carefully, but on the day of his
drith appeared no worse. About noon
that day the deceased went out to his
barn and led armile out to water. Upon
his return to the bam lie stayed so long
that his wife became- - alarmed and went
in search of him. She .found him lying
dead in one of. the stalls.

Dr. Miller, of Custer, examined the
dead man and found that the left main
artery had been cut half off. There ap-

peared to be two strokes on the right
sMc of the neck. The throat ..was cut
from the left artery to the neck bone,
through the rightartery and the trachea.

An inquest was held and It was de-

cided that the deceased "voluntarily and
by his own free will cornlnltted suicide,
by cutting his throat with a pocket
knife."

GUTHRIE CUT

FROM OUTSIDE

BY BAD STORM

Operator There Left Wire to

Escape Cyclone,

TELEPHONE WiRES DOWN

Arkansas City Reported Bad

Storm But Not Serious,

Shortly after 10 o'clock last night a
dispatch camo in over the Eagle's wire
from Guthrie Irr which the telegraph oper
ator said:

"A cyclone is upon Guthrie. I cannot
stay here any longer."

After that the wire lay dead between
the Eagle office and Guthrie. At the same
moment the long distance telephone wire
to Guthrie died.

For four hours the Eagle tried In vain
to "get" Guthrie by either telephone or
telegraph wire in vain and nothing defi-

nite haa been learned of the result of the
storm tliere.

The Associated Press also made every
possible effort to reach its office at
Guthrie, but failed.

Late this rooming the Eagle was able
to get Arkansas City by- - telephone wire,
and there a wire was found to be work-
ing Into Guthrie. It was learned from
thero that the storm was, at that time,
still raging at the territorial capital, but
sv far as heard from It was not a cyclone,
but a very severe wind, rain and electric
storm.

Guthrie was effectually cut off from the
north, except for the single wire from Ar
kansas City. It Is probable that a de
structive storm covered that part of Okla
homa, "and that- - some lives have been
lest.

This afternoon there was a
yacht regatta in tho harbor and ashore
there was a review of 11,000 school chil-
dren liy President Pnlxna.

At noon a solemn high mass In honor
of the new perublic hd ben celebrated
in all the churches of the Island, and at
i o'clock a To Deum was sung 'at the
cathedral. At the same hour the Cuban
congress proclaimed the constitution.

Tonight the whole city Is illuminated,
and . a great pyrotechnic display was
mado from ths walls of Moro Castle and
Cabanas Fortress.

"One of its elementary parts and conse-
quences is thatMt sanctions the acknowl-
edged tyranny of taxation without repre-
sentation. And lastly. I denounce this
proposition, as a compromise of human
rights, the most immoral. Indecent and
utterly shameful of any in our history'-- "
