Mrs. Favorite, is as follows:
Her daughtf-r- . Lillian, married 'Frank"

Wilson seven years ago and to this union
was born three children, two of whom
are living at this tine,. one having die
a f'-- rears ago. They!llved in Arkansas
City a short time afte? their marriage
and, then, moved, to A farm near aiiver-dal- e.

For "the- past two years they have
been making tlwir home on Tonk Smith's
r?nch in the territory, and Wilson had a
Job doing work about the place. Mrs.
Wilson did the cooking for the men, seven
or eight in number, and Among whom
was Abner Canter.

Wslson and iris wife hae not lived
happily together for a number of years
and he has often threatened to kill her.
He was insanely jealoue. and made life
miserable for .ill parties concerned by
his continual quarreling. A few days ago
they decided to separate for good and
Mrs. Wilson was coming to live with her
mother in this city.

Canter was secured to drive one. of the
tfams that carried their household ef-

fects, two wagons being required. Mrs.
Wilson rode with her husband, who
dn.ve the other team. They arrived yes-

terday afternoon and the wagons were
unloaded at the Favorite home.

Last night Wilson was particularly
quarrelsome and Insisted upon talking to
his wife. She down t;iirs with her
mother and AVi'son stayed upstairs with
on of Mrs. KavoVitea sons.

ROMANCE OF PEMMICAN.

How the Indians Used to Prepare
. . Their Meat.

2Cew York. May 17 Fifty years ago
pemmican was, to the shifting and scant
population of the northwest, wliat flour
is in the present day to the English-speaki-

peoples Iri most civilized por-

tions of the globe the staple and most
common food of the country. Then it
.was always rhado from the buffalo which
covered the western plains. The great
fur corporation known as trie Hudson's
Bay company bought hundreds of bags
of the dark, nutritious kind, for use at
its trading posts scattered over the vast
wilderness stretching from the Red river
and Hudson bay to the Rocky mountains
and from the two Saskatchewans to the
Arctic sea, a region then designated as
Prince Rupert's Land. Pemmican (or,
more properly, pimeekon) is a Cree word,
meaning, a mixture, or something made
with fat. - Jt was- composed of buffalo
meat dried in the sun and pounded fine4
mixed with melted fat; and was sewn
up in saclts made from the raw hide of
tho buffalo, with the hair outside. It
did not look inviting, but was. in fact,
wholesome, strong wholesome food which
.would keep for years. . . But if the
buffalo was Important to the fur trader
the ungainly animal waS life Itself to the
red man; for, It furhlshed-'hi- with every
thing his. beart "could desire or with the
means of procuring it. An as, owing to
tfr migratory instincts 'Of the herds,
which took them, nrst to recognized ter-
ritory, of one tribe and .next into that
of an enemy, fresh meat was not always
obtainable, pemmican was the form in
which the Indian preserved and laid away
his store of provisions against the day of
scarcity. .

Omitting the; excitement of- - the hunt
and- substituting domestic herds for the
wild ones, of the plains, a. description of
pemmican-makir.- g by the Indians a, quar.
ter of a cCntury ago will "give an Idea
of what might have been witnessed a.t
Duck Lake tn the summer of 1S99. Intel-
ligence that a band of buffalo was In
the vicinity- - threw the Indian camp at
once intb"a" state of violent excitement.
CMen rushed from the lodges buckling on
quivers'of arrows and belts of cartridges.
women, taiueei ana gesticuiateu, uoys
raced wildly --about shouting shrilly to
one another, the horse herd was driven
,in, and in a few minutes the .bucks, un-

der the direction of thetohief of the hunt,
moved in .'a silent body out of the camp.
On nearingthe herd advantage was taken
of each slight rise or dip to cover the ap-

proach, which was always up wind, so
the wary brutes, shquld not catch, the
scent Stealthily they rode, one bedind
another until concealment was no longer
possible. Then at a signal from the chief
they bursa upon the open plain, and
dashed, yelling at the top speed of their
trained horses at tho startled herd. .

Unusually it was some distance away
perhaps half a. mile and it took a good
horse to overhaul a buffalo. Once up with'
the straining animals however, their pace
slackened, and. the rest, was comparative-- ,
ly easy. Onward galloped the hunters
between the long,, undulating files of shag-
gy, brown backs, picking out the fat
cows and the young bulls at.tholr leisure.
And as feathered shaft left the snapping
bow string, and ft stricken boast tottered.
and went down, tho lond, triumphant
cry of the hunter rang out, and he tossed
a moccasin of a. beaded flrebag besldo
It to mark his kill, and then flew on.
The chase might last as long as the
horses' wind. When all- was over the
women came with the ponies and the
trailing travoys upon the field of the
slaughter. The carcases were soon strip-
ped of their hairy coats, the bones brok-
en and tho marrow extracted, and loadeel

with tho spoil, the whole party returned
to camp. Here in an Increelibly short
time tho meat was cut into wide, thin
sheets, and hung upon pole frames in the
sun and wind to dry. After a day or
two these sheets were removeel anel were
spread upon the clean pralrle-gras- s where
if the weather continued fair .they soon
became as hard as shingles. They were
then placed upon a hide threshing-floo- r;

with Uie sides elevated on on short pegs
tp form U sort of basin, and beneath with
ffnllq or betwen stones .until the meat
was reduced to almost a, powder. The
strange thing was that if properly
handled. .the flesh seldom, if ever, became
at All talnteel, though in any other than
in the dry, pure atmosphere of the north-
west such a method at preparing it would'
doubtless be impossible. .

--Meanwhile, the. morrow .and other choice
fat had been rendered, and bags, some
two feet by- - one and one-hal- f, of raw
buffalo hlda doubled over at the bottom
and sewn up the sides with the sinew of
the animal, jnade for the reception of the
pemmican. The melted Sat was next
pourned over the shredded meat in the
threshing basin and the whole mixed
to the consistency of paste. That was
the psmraiean.' It was shovelled into the
sacks, pounded down, and after tho tops
had risen sewn and the bags Jumped
Upon, to make them flat, the celled pem-pllc-

packages were as solid and almost
as hard as so many boulders. When you
desired to oat pemmican you chopped a
piece off with an axe. sack and all. The
meat was already cooked in a measure
by the sun. wind, and the hot fat. but
if ypu . preferred, aftr teariiur off the
adhering hide, you could 'fry It in a pan
or boil it in a put Canadian Magazine.
