NEW COUNTRY FLOODED

Railroads and 2laiIroad Bridges
"Washed Out Jn Southern Oklahoma,
Oklahoma City, O. T., May 29. The un

preeedented rains of the past three day:
'in the western half of Oklahoma are

causing serious floods. The Washita
river rose nearly two feet Inst night' and
is still coming up. The Rock Island
track between Anadarko and Lawton
was washed out and trams are stalled
At El Reno, where the North Canadian
river is Is at the highest point ever
known and is still rising, the railway
bridge has been washed out. At Bridge
port, the South Canadian river has over
flowed the valley lands and the railway
bridge is in danger. A good portion of
Greer county, where five inches of rain
has fallen in three days, is flooded and at
Weatherford the Washita river is a mile
wide. The damage to crops' and railways
will be heavy.

. I. .All of the, contestants began the
events viz. the.polo vault, in. the .order set
without protest- -

On account of the refusal of one of
the contestants representing one of the
institutions to continue the event, the
Judges decided that one of three things
should be done, viz, thet the ovont should
continue, that it. should be called off or
that the points should be divided equally
among the competitors.

The representatives of tKe Oklahoma
Agricultural and Mechanical college were
willing and anxious to complete the event
and abide by the result. The other insti-
tutions having failed to continue, this as-
sociation accepted the decision of the
judges as final and adheres to this decis
ion, and it denies the right of the board
of directors to sst aside the decision of
tho regularly constituted and acting
judges.

It seems thnt the pair, both of whom
have been attending the Chandler high
school, attended a party last Saturday
evening at the Perswell home, five miles
northwest of town. During the evening
young Perswell borrowed a rig of a
friend and' he and the girl went for a
drive. People living west of the Ban
ner school heard outcries late in the
night, which led to an investigation, dis-
closing facts, whloh resulted in the ar-
rest of ihe young man as stated, com
plaint being lodged by the father of the
girl, to whom the facts as learned In
tho neighborhood of the commission of
the crime were communicated bv Henrv
Osborne, a prominent citizen of thatlocality.

brutality and ferocity. An old man,
Antonio Deiagado, who lived in a rural
dsitrict of Adjuntas. where he was great-
ly respected and esteemed, was called to
his door at dead of night by s, sum-
mons to admit members of the American,
military guard of Adjuntas.

In the house with Delegado at the time
were his two sons, a nephew, two labor-
ers, bis wife and daughter, and some wo-

men servants. When the door had been
promptly opened as requested, the ven-

erable planter found himself confronted
by a charcoal or handkerchief masked
gang of desperadoes.

Deiagado was struck down, bouikl hand
and foot, and carried to a. neighboring
machine house. The rest of the family
were placed under guard in an inner
room, the women being separated from
the men. The dwelling was then ran-

sacked from top to bottom in what seem-
ed to be an effort to discover a treasure
that did not exist. In the mernins An
tonio Deiagado Delplno was found
hanging by the neck, hi3 body bruised
and his cars cut from his head.

Fourteen men were ultimately charged
with participation in this outrage. One of
these died pending trial, three escaped
arrest, and five were acquitted. Th re-
maining five, having been sentenced to die
by the trial . court, appealed to the su-
preme court. The upper court sustained
the verdict of the lower by a vote of two
out of the four members, the chief

not participating and Justice Hernan
dez dissenting.

The movement in behalf of tho - con
demned prisoners - was initiated by the
chief justice and Justice Hernandez, who
claimed that a strict construction of the
law- - in the matter entitled the defendants
tn further consideration. This claim was
based on the fact that when the crime
was' committed the law in vogue required
the sitting of five judges on the bench in
capital cases, and a majority vote of
these for the infliction of tho death pen-

alty. After the commission of tho crime.
however, this law was so amended as to
require only three judges in such cases,
with no stipulation concerning the num-

ber of votes necessary to convict or pre
scribe punishment.

In regard to the request for
as made manifest in many petitions and
personal it- was poinced
out by the attornej' general that no at
tempt was made to show that the de-

fendants were not guilty as charged; the
appeals for commutation of their sen
tence being merely ethical or. sentimental.
He admits the possibility of undue influ-

ence In tho instance of Juan Torres
who is little more than a boy, and whose
father, Antonio Torres, is another of
those convicted; but, having recom
mended that this young man be sent. to
the chains for life, he says that to show
mercy- - to the othors would be to sat aside
and utterly disregard the law.
