York, June --The

Fifteen American peeresses have the
right of attending: the coronation of Ed
ward VII. in Westminster Abbey. Their
rank gives them the privilege.

These daughters of all kinds of Ameri
can citizens, merchants, railroad presi
dents, maunfacturers, naval officers and
unclassified millionaires, will appear with
those whuse families have belonged to
the English nobility for generations

At least three of the American peereses
will take precedence over scores of wo
men who can trace their ancestry in an
unbroken line to the days of the Norman
conquest.

The American peeresses will be decked
out in all the gorgeous coronation robes,
They will wear crowns of gold and Jewels
of grat value. Unless if be that they
outshine the others in beauty and in
grace, there will be nothing to distinguish
thm from the grandest in England.

And there will be other American wo
men at the coronation who will be prlvi
lgMl to entr the holy of holies on the
gr-a- t occasion. Not because of rank.but
by virtue of their beauty, their charm
and their wealth.

Of course, they will not wear coronets,
but some of them will be honored above
those who are entitled by rank to crown
their he-a- for a few moments, for they
will be the personal guests of the King,
himself, unless everybody is much mis
taken.

The vers' highest honor given an Amer
lean in the coronation ceremonies is that
bestowed by Queen Alexandria upon the
Duchess of Marlborough, usually called
"the beautiful Duchess of Marlborough"
in England. The slender, little, dark- -

eed American woman, who is still little
more than a girl. Is one of the four
Duchessees chosen by the Queen to bear
her canopy at the service in Westminster
Abbey.

It is the highest honor that can be
given a woman in this most magnificent
spectacle, and it shows how strong a
foothold the daughter of the Vander-bjlt- s

has secured abroad. The other
ladies who will share the honor with
the Duchess of Marlborough are the
Duchess of Montrosee. the Duchess of
Portland and the Duchess of Souther-lan- d.

Each Is famous for her beauty and
nttraetivT-ness- . except tho Duchess of
Montrose, all are young.
