Mr. Corliss denounced private cable

monopolies and read letters from Cap-

tain Squire, of the signal service, who
he said, had been in charge of the cable
interests in the Philippine Islands for
three years and from Admiiil Bradford,
as to the necessity for a government
cable and the existence of a cable mon-

opoly in the Orient.

WOULD BUY ENCUMBRANCES

Senator Turner Outlines Objections
To the Pawnee BUI.

"Washington, June 10. Another of the
big supply bulls of the government was
disposed of by the senate today, the na-
val bill, carrying more that ?87,000,000, be-

ing passed. It Includes provisions for
two first class battleships, two first class
armored cruisers and two gunboats, but
strikes out the house provision that one
of each shall be built at government
yards. When consideration was resumed
of the Isthmian canal question, Mr. Tur-
ner delivered an extended argument in
support of the Nicaragua route. He
maintained that the new Panama compa-
ny could not pass a clear title to the
Panama canal company's rights, fran-
chises and property to the "United States
and that if this government purchesed it
it would buy all its encumbrances.

Every route except those of the Pana-
ma and the Nicaragua had been elimina-
ted from consideration. "The Panama
derelict," he said, "had disadvantages
which were overwhelming and insupar-abl- e,

while the Nicaragua canal present-
ed no difficulties that could not be over-
come with comparative ease."

Mr. Turner urged that there were no
diplomatic, legal or equitable difficulties
in the way of construction of the Nicar-
agua canal.

He presented at great length the diffi-
culties in which the United States might
hecome involved by an acquirement of the
rights, concessions and property of the
Panama Canal company, saying that it
was manifest that this country could not
get clear title to the property, based as
the sale would he upon an insufficient
order of a lower court of France.

Under no system of jurisprudence of
which he had any knowledge could the
rights and property of the old Panama
Canal company be disposed of by the
new company without the old company
having been made a party to the judicial
proceeding.

"I should like to inquire of the senate,"
said Mr. Fairbanks, "whether there has
been a confirmation of the order of sale?"

"Not that I am aware of," replied Mr.
Turner. "There has been no sale, and
there could be, therefore, no confirmation
of it."

In conclusion, Mr. Turner urged strong-
ly that by the construction of the Isth-
mian canal the stifled and cramped infant
Industries of the Pacific coast would ob-

tain an outlet for their products and
would be relieved of the "grossly unjust
discrimination" to which they were d

by tho rail-

roads. The project, furthermore, would
promote national integrity and national
progress. He favored the house bill, say-

ing he believed that its enactment was
the only method by which an Isthmian
canal cauld-fe-tj oonstruoted-by-th- e United
States.

Mr. Morgan diseased the legal difficul
ties of acquiring the Panama canal prop
erty, and declared that the United States
could not buy the property without ac- -

quiring the incumbrances upon it.

WATRES HAS QUIT FIGHT

And His Delegates Go Into the
Pennypacker Caucus,

Harrlsburg, Pa.. June 10. Judge Samuel
W. Pennypacker, of Philadelphia, will
likely be the nominee for governor of the
Republican state convention tomorrow.
Ex-Sta- te Senator William M. Brown, of
Newcastle, wil be nominated for lieuten-
ant governor and Major Isaac" B. Brown,
of Erne, will be the candidate for secre-
tary of internal affairs.

Senator Quay expects to succeed Gen-
eral Frank Reeder, of Easton, as chair-
man of the Republican state committee
and to conduct the campaign this fall.
Attorney General John P. Elkln, of Indi-
ana, Is still battling for the nomination
for governor, but his most sanguine ad-
herents concede Pennypackers' nominal
tlon. Elkln said tonight that he would
stay in the fight to the finish, and that
his name would be presented In the con-

vention.
Lieutenant Governor Watres, of Scran-to- n,

practically took himself out of the
contest when his delegates participated in
tonight's caucus by the Pennypacker
managers. Watres' name will also go be-

fore the convention and indications are
that he will poll about 25 of the 35S

votes in the gathering.
The meeting of the state committee to

prepare the roll of delegates this after-
noon showed that there exist an unex-
pected bitterness between the leaders of
the rival factions. Elkln, however, io
pledged in his speeches during the cam-

paign to stand by the ticket, and it is
naturally expected that his adherents will
do likewise.

Several times during the committeo
meeting, Senator Quay, leader of the
Pennypacker forces, and Attorney Gen-

eral Elkin, who was in personal com-

mand of his adherents, shook their fingers
in each other's face and threatened po-

litical reprisal if each was not given fair
treatment in the disnoltlon of the con-

tested seats in the convention. Stato"

Chairman Reeder accused Senator Quay
of making deliberate misstatements and
the senator instanly replied that this was
an insult which he resented. The Penny-pack- er

forces had a decisive majority In

the committee and United States Senator
Fenrose was named for temporary chair-

man.
Both the Pennypacker and Elkin dele-

gates held caucuses tonight to agree
upon a plan of action. The Watres' del-

egates attended the Pennypacker caucus.
Senator Penrose will be temporary chair-

man of the convention and Congressman
Sibley, of Franklin, was selected for per-

manent chairman.
The pennypacker-Watre- s caucus was

by 206 delegates, ISO being neces-

sary to control the convention.

4Facts in Miners' Strike.

SOUGHT BY PRESIDENT

Report Will Touch at Very

Root of Difficulty.

NO SOFT COAL STRIKE

Miners Would Violate Contract

.and Lose Sympathy.

New York, June, 10. Tho nformatlon
called for by President Roosevelt about
the coal strike has been secured and will
soon be presented to him in the form of
an official report by Carroll D. Wright,
United States commissioner of labor. Tho
report will touch at the root of the dif-

ficulty and will explain the "real causos"
leading to the great Industrial conflict
whiah causes have been jealously guard-
ed by both sides. Mr. Wright will not
make any suggestions or recommenda-
tions.

The information sought was obtained in
two interviews, which occupied in all but
four hours. Monday night at the .Man-

hattan hotel President Mitchell made a
presentation of the miners' side of the
controversy. Late in the day, in the office
of the Delaware and Hudson company.
President Oliphant of the company. Pres-

ident Baer of the Philadelphia and Read-
ing railroad and President Thomas of the
Ere company discussed the strike from
the standpoint of tho operators.

"I have practically completed the of-

ficial investigation," said Commissioner
Wright tonight," and will present my re-

port as quickly as possible to President
Roosevelt. I have secured the Informa-

tion I desired, and was treated courte-
ously by the representatives on both sides
of the controversy. It will not be neces-
sary for me to go to the coal fields."

Speaking of the prospect of a general
strike of the miners. Commissioner
Wright expressed hlm?ij as follows?

"If the soft coal men who have signed
contracts shou- l- strike, they would be
violating their agreement and thus put
their unions at a decided disadvantage
and forfeit th$ sympathy of the public.
This action would put the unions oji the
defensive in every arbitration that would
follow the outbreak. None of the strikers
thus far was bound by contracts."
