Qndon, July Half a milfiion of Lon-

don's siurnwellgrs were Kins' Edward's
guests t$i!afternoon., They i?ere. scat-
tered abdut in 400 halls; schools and 'parks
in varying numhers. the great cumber
of the royal beneficiaries being at Steph-ne- y,

no less-- than jfrfft) enjoyjad a
dinner such as they seldom partake pf.
At every gathering was read a messa&e
from the king, signed by his private sec
retary, to the poor, sent through the lord
mayor of fcondon. Sir Joseph C. Dins-dal- e,

as follows:
"uckingham Palace, 11:20 a. m. I am

commanded by tho king to inform your
lordship that his majesty and the queen
had intended visiting some of his coro-

nation dinners today, and he deeply re-

grets that his illness prevents their do-

ing so. The queen has deputled members
of his family to represent him at many
of these dinners as possible. I am further
commanded by the king to express his
hope that his kuests are happy today.

"KNOLIAV
This morning's bulletin announcing that

King Edward out of danger was also
circulated, so that half a million poor
folks drank his majesty's health in un-

restrained enjoyment out of tho corona-
tion cups presented to each of them a
souvenir of the occasion. Prince and
Princess of Wales traversed the metrop-
olis from end to end In semi-stat- e, the
carriages being, escorted by a detach-
ment of the horse guards, and appeared,
ai central gatherings in several districts.

The, principal dinner was. at Fulham,
where Sir Thomas Lipton, who organized
tha whole feast, did the honors of the day
to 14,00. of the poor, aided by a host of
titled and untitled volunteers, including
Timothy. L. Woodruff, lieutenant gov-

ernor of New York state; Vice Commo-
dore gourne of' tho New York Yacht club
and other Americans, who handed, around
plates of. beef and- - pudding filled their
bags with an entmfslaatic emblematic of
the whole spirit of the occasion. Ihe
Prince and Princesg of Wales pair their
flirt visit to Eulham. T.hey, entered tho
park of the bishop's palace through a
triumphant arch, and were, received by
the mayor of Pulham, Sir Thomas Lip-to- n

and others. Their royal highnesses
were enthusiastically greeted by an im-

mense band of scholars, who sang "God
Save the King." The Prince and Pripcess
alighted and waltod among the mar-
quees, where the guests were assembled
around two and one-ha- lf miles of tables,
evincing the utmost interest in every-
thing. At the head of the table in the
central marquees the royal party stopped
and the Prince of Wales read' this morn-
ing's bulletin regarding the king's health.

This was the signal for a tremendous
outburst of cheering. Before leaving the
Prince of Wales expressed to the bishop
of London, tho Right Rev. Arthur Foley
Ingram, and Sir Thomas Lipton. his
great satisfaction at the completeness of-th-

, arrangements ind emj'h.Pkin'r his
regret at the fncf that the king was un
able to be present.
