Under this pressure the price of Septem
ber wheat went from 7373c, the high
point at the opening, to 72c Here the
pressure from sellers eased up and the
market held steadily for a little time.
Reports of general rains in the west
stirred up excitement later and shorts
ran the market up to 74. The close was

cars, nine of contract prade; Minneapo-
lis and Duluth reported C6S cars three
days making a total for the three points
of 1055 cars. World's shipments were
6.5ao,000 bushels for the past three days.
Seaboard clearances in wheat and flour
were equal to t57,000 bushels for the past
three days. Primary receipts three days

were 1,330,004 bushels, as against 1,035,000

for the corresponding period a year ago.
There was heavy selling of September

Later September rallied to steady
on the rain reports and reacted under
fairly active buying, chiefly for the short
account. This option sold between 61 and
62 and closed c up at 62&C. July
corn, which is controlled absolutely by a
coterie of speculators, which had a tit
of hysterics for a very slight cause.

Over Military Convention Be-

tween Russia and Bulgaria.

DISTURBS STATUS QUO

Russia Pledged That it Would
Not Assist Bulgaria.

London, July 7. European attention Js
again toward the Balkans. At
the forthcoming conference of the dreJ- -

bund foreign ministers in Carttsbad, Bal
kan issues will be a topic This
discussion synchronizes with the ratifica
tion of the dreibuad renewal, aad with
Britain's ability to withdraw her teeth
from South Africa.

Austria-Hungar- y is exercised over the
recently concluded military convention
between Russian and Bulgaria. That con
vention is regarded by Emperor Francis
Joseph and his advisers as a grave in
fraction of the Austro-Russia- n agree
ment of 1597 to maintain the status quo
in the Balkan peninsula at any cost.

Cite Old Compact
Vienna and Budapest Journals assert

that the chief feature of the arrange-
ment between Count Goluchowskl and
the late Count MurarieC was a pledge
that neither of the contracting powers
should furnish Bulgaria any military as-
sistance in any contingency. It is also
alleged that Russia and Austria agreed
to defend Bulgaria jointly against any
assault from Constantinople

Precisely what are the terms of the
compact between St. Petersburg and So
phia has not yet leaked out. But offi
cial Austria knews their substance, and
the alarm manifested in that quarter
shows that developments have taken a
hostile turn.

Obviously Count Lamsdorff has given
to Prince Ferdinand assurances which
Bulgarian statesmen consider of immense
value, for the press of Soda raise the old
cry for a "greater Bulgaria" a coneusn
rnation that could be reached only by
the road leading to Austrian humiliation
and

It looks as if Russia, balked in her plan
to create a greater Servla by uniting in
a more or less direct fashion the crowns
of Servla and Montenegro, had shifted
her center of operations to the Bulgari
an capital. Francis Joseph would not
tolerate the union of Servla. and Monte-
negro at any price. It Is well known
that the steady collapse of the Austro-Russia- n

agreement, from which so much
was expected, is due to Russia's shame
less but abortive intrigues at Cettinje
and Belgrade. Matters are now made
worse by open Muscovite repudiation of
a solemn partnership of peace.

Position of Britain.
Britain, which regards the dual monar

chy as warden of the Balkans, could not
remain indifferent to the establishment of
a Russian protectorate at Belgrade, Cet
tinje of Sofia in opposition to the pro-

tests and interests of Vienna. On a no-
table occasion Lord Salisbury, referring
to black possibilities in the Ottoman em
pire, used the "The Austrian
sentinel is on the ramparts." and this
metaphor has become the shibboleth of
Anglo-Austri- an policy.

Lord Roseberry, when foreign min let-
ter, once remarked that Britain's inter-
ests in the Balkan peninsula and at Con-
stantinople were not distinguishable
from those of Ausrla.

British policy clearly calls for the main-
tenance of tne status quo In the near east
and the most inflammable quarter of
.Europe.' Austro-Hungarla- n statesmen
place considerable reliance upon British
support in the present threatening situ-
ation, and not without good cause.
