source that Edward P. Remington is not
satisfied that his brother. Robert, died by
his own hand. "When it became known
that he was entertaining a suspicion of
foul play, which originated before he left
Newport with the body, an Associated

and revested a statement. He
replied that hje would neither deny or
affirm anything relative to his brother's
death, except that the autopsy performed
today revealed that the bullet in the
znoiuh caused death. When asked if
the bullet found imbedded in the dead
u.an's brain fitted the revolver found by
his side, he declared that he had nothing
further to say. Asked If developments
in the cist could be expected, he said
time alone would tell.

Mr and his attorney, Seth
T. ilcCormlck, as well as the physician
who pel formed the autopsy, were to-

gether ir secret conference until late to-

night and their action Is surrounded by
niuch mystery. They positively refuse
to give out any further Information.

FLED TO UNITED STATES

Two Persons of Influence Get Into Ja-
maican Trouble.

Kingston, Jamaica, August 2L Consid-
erable excitement prevails at Montego
Bay over tho arrest of certain persons
who possess influential connections, in
charges of complicity in the riots of last
April. The police allege thai the appre-
hended persons instigated the disorders.

The bod-
ies found were those of William Ruth,

Scott and Joseph Henry. Joel Hutton,
who was a fireman in the digesting room
and was in the building when the ex-

plosion occurred, is the only employe now
missing. The injured in the hospital
will recover.

EUSTIS HAS HIS SAY

And Then Allows Thurbers
Speech to Stand,

St. Paul, August 21. Seattle was to-

night selected as the city in which will
be held tho next session of the pl

congress in 19(8. Now Orleans
was the only other candidate for the
honor of entertaining the congress.

The feature of today's session was the
animated discussion of the resolution in-

troduced yesterday by William Henry
Eustis of Minneapolis, demanding that
the address of F. B. Thurber of New
York be expunged from the minutes of
the meeting. Mr. Eustis argued that the
printed proceedings of the congress
should not be made the vehicle for dis-

seminating literature of this class, which,
he assarted, did not represent the views
of the majority of the delegates. A num-

ber of other delegates warmly supported
Mr. Eustis, while others warmly oppesd
him. Those opposed took the ground that
Mr. Thurber. having been invited to ad
dress the congress, was entitled as a
matter of courtesy to have his remarks
embodied In the printed proceedings. Af-

ter much discussion, which at times be-

came rather personal, Mr. Eustis with-

drew his resolution, declaring its pur-

pose accomplished, as the discussion on

its merits would be embodied in the min-

utes of the congress and in this way the
public wonld be able to see that a great
portion of its members did not favor the

trusts.
The committee on resolutions reported

late tonight and its report was adopted.
No attention was given the resolutions
introduced by Colonel Wetmore, of St.
Louis, putting the congress on record as
against trusts, or to that of F. B. Thur-
ber, in w'hlch an opposite view was taken.
The committee refused to consider them,

nd they jrre laid on the table.
The resolutions adopted favor the ad-

mission as states of Arizona, Oklahoma
and Indian territory; call for the ex-

tension of the system of irrigation for
the reclamation of the arid lands of the
west; favor a nine-fo- channel In the
Mississippi from the Missouri river to
the mouth of the Ohio; declare for an
Improved merchant marine whereby
American products may be carried in
American ships; indorse the good roads
movement; favor the establishment of a
department of commerce, whose head
shall be a member of the president's
cabinet, and demand an Improvement in
the foreign consular service.

OVER MRS. BARTHOLIN'S BODY

Coroner! Jury IKccommcnds That
Son Me Captured,

Chicago, August 21. The coroner's jury
at the inquest today over the body of

Mrs. Annie Bartholin, brought In a ver-

dict recommending that her son. William
Bartholin, be arrested and held as prin-

cipal for her murder, and that Oscar
Thompson and Edward Counselman. who
are under arrest, accused of complicity
in the murder of Minnie Mitchell, be held
to the grand jury as accessories to the
crime. The Jury found that Mra. Bar-
tholin came to her death on or about
July 7, death being due to strangulation.

During the Inquest Mrs. May Brown, a
former neighbor of Mrs. Bartholin, testi-
fied that the old lady was suspicious and
lived in deadly fear of her son. Accord-
ing to Mrs. Brown's testimony, Mrs. Bar-
tholin, in a conversation a few days be-

fore her death had told the witness that
young Bartholin was nothing but a beast
and that the Mitchell family would regret
the day they allowed Minnie Mitchell to
havo anything to do with him. Mrs. Bar-

tholin in relating her troubles declared
that Bartholin was a disaipated, never-do-we-

and that she believed him ca-

pable of almost any crime.

SCHWAB CLEARS MYSTERY NIT!

change in the Cuban tariff law which
admits cheese cloth into the Island free
pf duty in order to promote what Is
known as the "covered cultivation" of
tobacco. Important agricultural inter-
ests of Cuba have for some time urged
that the step announced should be taken
and President Estrada Palraa in his mes-

sage to the Cuban ongrcss strongly rec-

ommended the exemption of cheese cloth
from the payment of import duties.

CHICAGO WITHOUT COAL

Famine Has Struck That City and
Dread Things Felt.

Chicago, August 21. An immediate hard
coal famine threatens Chicago. In the en-

tire city there was not more than 50,03O

tons on hand, and as one-ha- lf of that
has already been contracted for or bought
outright, the public has only 25.000 tons
of the hard fuel available for purchase.
Usually at' this time of year there are
300,000 tons of hard coal within the cor-

porate llraits. Heretofore unlimited quan-
tities coufd be purchased at 57.25 a ton,
but today the majority of the dealers
were asking 59.50 a ton and some wanted
59.00.

"The Blue" Has Uneasy Time
Gaurding the Coast,

NIGHT IS A DARK ONE

"TheWhite" Is Sighted but

Stays at Sea,

ONLY 84 HOURS LEFT

While Spies Slip in and out
Between Great Ships.

On board the battleship Kearsarge,
flagship of Rear Admiral Hlgglason.
camraander-ln-chle- f of the Korth Atlan-
tic squadron, off Straltsmouth.

Rockport, Mass., August 22. At mid-

night thirty-si- x hours had passed of thu
possible 120 for the naval conrilct be-

tween the attacking squadron, In charge
of Commander Plllsbury and the de-

fending squadron, commanded by Rear
Admiral Hlgglnson. The coming of an-

other day was recorded, but the antici-
pated meeting between the hostile fleets
had no come to pass. After a day which
had been on the whole devoid of many
eensatlons, the nhjht, thick and cloudy
as it was, with the moon quite obscured,
developed so many confusing situations
and so manyaxtraordlnary reports that
the Hfgginson squadron had just cause
for grave unetslness. Sccvhow the feel-

ing grew that it would not he such a dif-

ficult attainment after all for the three
auxiliary cruisers of the "White squadron
to slip in and anchor at some harbor,
protected as they would be by the inviting
darkness which prevailed.

Perhaps the greatest danger which
ccme to Admiral Higglnson was that of
yielding to the temptation to withdraw
the Kearsarge and leave only the Ala-

bama and the Massachusetts to go in
search of the enemy, reported on appar-
ently reliable authority to have been
sighted at either this point or that point
along the coast. Such reports were, In
fact, made.

The reason that the admiral steadfastly
refused to leave his anchorage In the
harbor here was that he dared not laave
Rockport exposed to the enemy, which,
taking advantage of needless passage of
the defending battleships to another port,
might easily creep in and drop anchor at
the very heart of the operations of the
Elu squadron. It was these considera-
tions that forced Admiral Higglnson to
the conclusion that on none but the
surest authority would he leave the Rock-po- rt

station to join other members of his
squadron in the work of putting the en-

emy out of action.
The complications which developed to-

day. In the shape of undoubted news that
Commander Plllsbury had secretly landed
some of his officers ashore to spy upon
the movements of the Blue squadron,
served only to increase the perplexity of
Admiral Higginson's position, and this re-

ported shore system of spying was one
of the things which led the admiral to
establish the new signal station on
Stralthmouth Point and also to remove
his ships, as he did early in the evening
to a point just inside Tbathers Island,

RUSSELL SAGE ON TRUSTS

Says They Are Menace, J. P. Morgan
or No.

New York, August 21. Russell Snga
in an Interview today, referred te a pub-

lished statement quoting J. FISrpoat Mor-

gan as saying that the era of great trusts
had just negun. and that moro gigantte
ccrpo rations are stored in the near future
seme of which may overshadow the steel
trust. Mr. Sage said: "Whether Mr.
Morgan said that or not. combinations
ot all Industries are a menace to true
government. Not only so. but they are
the oppressors of the people."

"What will be the result of such an
era?" asked the reporter.

"In such an event the American peo-

ple will revolt against them and there
win be financial rata such as this country
has never seen or any other."

It was suggested to Mr. Sage that there
was a general c pinion that eoanbtoatlons
at certain times wore good things for
the country,

"yes," Mr. Sage replied, "when several
Icdustrtes are starting out hi business it
is well for iiMilrtduaJs : s combine for
mutual protection until the buatnsae Is
firmly established.
