ALLEGED MURDERERS OF DICKEY
APPREHENDED.

Mrs. Stella Guinane of Chanute Is a
Principal.

Chanute, Kan., Sept. 3. Mrs. Stella
Guinane and a man who refuses to give
his name were arrested today in connec-
tion with the murder In this city on
Thursday night last of E. V. Dickey, a
stockman from Dewey, I. T., who was
killed for his money. Bail was fixed at
$10,090, which neither could give. Mrs.
Guinane is the wife of William Guinane.
who was sent to the penitentiary over a
year ago for grand larceny. She and the
man arrested today were in each other's
company two or three days before
Dickey's murder.

SHAM WAR GOES MERRILY ON-

WARD.

MacArihur Retires for the Night Feel-
ing Safe.

Fort Trumbull, New London, Conn.,
Sept. 3. Headquarters of army and de
fense. Early this morning the naval en-

emy made its third attack on the forts of
New London district. It is said to have
been the most effective, as well as most
spectacular move that has taken place
since the maneuvers began. The firing
began at 4:50 o'clock and continued al-

most incessantly for two hours, being
directed at Fort Wright, Fishers Island.
The attacking squadron was composed
of the battleships Kearsarge, Alabama,
Massachusetts and Indiana.

The sun was well up when the four
ships were seen coming from the direc-
tion of Gardiner bay, where they were
at anchor last night. Just as soon as the
first ship was within firing distance she
was fired upon from Fort Michie, but no

'attention was paid to this warning, for
the ships came right along, heading in
the direction of Fort Wright, it seem-
ingly being the purpose to capture that
strongly fortified place, believed to be ca-
pable with the aid of Forts Michie and
Terry with coping with the strongest fleet
afloat. The ships kept pretty well out in
passing Race Rock light, but made no
attempt to enter into an engagement with
either Mitchie or Terry, very few guns
being fired from these forts during the
two hours if fighting. It was a deter-
mined attack on Fort Wright, and the
firing from the guns a,nd mortars of the
fort was kept up incessantly as the four
ships formed in line of battle and sailed
slowly by the fort, exchanging shot for
shot, as far as possible.

Before attacking the fort the ships made
a detour and then swung well in towards
Fisher s island and commenced the liom- -
bardment, after two ships each had taken
position at the front and rear of Fort
A right.

Colonel Davis, commanding the district,
was at the signal station. The firing
was kept up for about half an hour, when
the ships sailed well out towards the
race again, the defenders believing the
ships were to retreat in the direction
whence they came. Suddenly the ships
turned and again made a vigorous attack
on Fort Wright, this time attempting to
make a landing. One of the big shins
drew in pretty close to the fort and with
rr.pid fire covered the landing party, but
in opposition to this movement the gat-lin- g

guns at the fort were brought into
requisition and the landing party was
evidently repelled or rather that particu-
lar phase of this attack was not consider-
ed successful.

After the conclusion of this second at-
tack, the ships steamed out into the race
and back in the direction of Block Is-

land. P.oth on the passage to and from
Fort Wright, the ships .made attacks on
Fort Mansfield at X ipatree Point and it
is quite likely that Mansfield will be
considered as having boon reduced by the
enemy and perhaps the enemy will claim
Fort Wright, for the ships certainly did
put up the fiercest kind of a navy attack.
They were handled skilfully and their
fire was very effective. SUM, army offi-

cers claim that Fort Wright was com- -
petent to cope with four battleships even
without assistance from Forts Michie
and Terry. The latter forts did not take
a very active part in the maneuvers this
morning, perhaps not over twenty shot- -

nred from both these forts at bat-- 1

tleships engaging with F'ort Wright. The
result of this morning's conflict will not
he known until after the umpires report
and perhaps it wiU he the occasion of
much on the part of the hoard
of arbitration. It was a most magnifi
cent attack, and an able defense from the
strategist's standpoint.

Secretary Cortelyou, who occupied a

The carriage
was demolished by the impact of the
rapidly moving car and the horse
on the side nearest the car was killed
outright.

The president
and party were driving from this city
to Lenox, through South street, one of
the principal thoroughfares of Pittsfield.
which was lined with cheering people,
and the catastrophe happened In plain
view of hundreds whose happiness at
the advent of the nation's chief was sud- -
denly turned to grief.
