to make a grab. It has been found that
among the Pawnees alow there are 350

such allotments, of 160 acres ach, already
available for ale under this act of con-
gress. Lands adjacent to these allot-
ments command prices iunging from
J.'.OOQ to $8,ox per quarter section, ac-

cording to location and fertility. It is
cmputed that these Pawnee allotments
are worth o:i the average of $4,lnX each,
or Jl,3tiO,OO0 for the amount now avail-
able.
