Mr. Long said the Bryan Democratic
idea seemed to contemplate the utter

of trusts. thought It
belter to to control them. This
could be done as McKlnley
and Roosevelt had recommended by an
amendment to the federal constitution,
giving to congress power define, regu-
late, control or combinations.
This had been attempted in the Fifty- -
sixth congress in 1900, but as it require!
a two-thir- vote to a re?olu- -
tion to amend the constitution, and Re- -
publicans had not sufficient votes so to
do. and Democrats would their
assistance, the proposition failed. Dem-
ocrats, abided by their old doctrine of
states rights and refused to take .power
from the states power the states did
not always use. But Long though,
this Republican remedy would again be
attempted. He stood with the president
on this subject.
