"They are not willing to enter into ar-
bitration with the Mine Workers' union,
an organisation composed chiefly of men
in a rival and competitive interest, ana
they are not willing to make any arrange-
ment which will not secure to men now
working and now or hereafter wishing to
work, whether they belong to the Mine
Workers' union or not, the right and op-
portunity to work in safety and without
personal insult or bodily harm to them-
selves or their families. For these rea-
sons the arbitrations heretofore proposed
have been declined.

Washington Conference Offer.
"I will be remembered that at the con-

ference n Washington October 3 we made
the following ofTer: That we would take
up at each colliery otch aliased grievance,
and in the event of a failure to make sat-
isfactory adjustment the questions at
issue to be submitted to the final decis-
ion of the judges of the court of common
pleas of the district in which tbe colliery
ia located. This offer was made by us m
good faith, and we desire here to reaffirm
it.

"The coal companies realize that the
urgent public need of coal and tbe ap-
prehension of an inadequate supply for
the approaching winter calls for an earn-
est effort to reach a practical conclusion,
which will result in as increased supply.
and the presidents of the companies de--
nre to make every effort to that end whlc
does not involve the abandonment of the
interests committed to their care and of
the men who are workiag and seeking to
work in their mines. This responsibility
they must bear and meet as best they can.

Non-Unio- n Strong to It.
"They therefore restate their postion:

That they are not discriminating against
the United Mine Workers, but they insist
that the miners' union shall not discrimi-
nate against or refuse to work with non-
union men: that there shall be no restric-
tion or deterioration in quantity or qual-
ity cf work and that, owing to the vary-
ing physical conditions of the anthracite
mines each colliery is a problem by itself.

PARIS AGAIN HORRIFIED

With a Fatal Ending of an Air-

ship Test. i

WHAT CONSTRUCTOR SAYS

Baloon Marked Progress but

Car Was Too Light

Paris, Oct. 12. DeBradski, the aeronaut,
and a companion were killed by falling
from a dirigible balloon today.

The balloon started from the Aero sta-
tion at Vacsiriana, a suburb of this city,
at 5:55 on a trial trip. After prelim-irar- y

maneuvering with a rope attach-
ment DeBradski released tbe balloon and

When the balloon was
above a place near St. Denis, the ropes
attaching the car to the balloon broke
from some unknown cause, and the car,
with its occupants, DeBradski and Morin,

Paris Thrilled With Horror.
Tbe catastrophe sent a thrill of horror

through Paris following the disaster to
the Brazilian aeronaut. Severn, who was
killed May 12. test, and whose balloon
started from the same shed. The prin-

ciple of the latter ship had been warmly
discussed and its ascent was awaited
with the keenest Interest A number of
aeronauts, friends of DeBradski. and the
latter'? wife, were present at the start.
His wife, though anxious that her hus-

band should demonstrate the success cf
his invention, wttaessed his departure
with much emotion, and espceUtlly as the
conversation of the spectators turned on
the fatal eadtag of the former expert -

cm. DsBradeki arat tried the ascen-
sional screw placed below the car, and tho
airship held by ropes easily and main-
tained Hs equilibrium. DeBradski wa
satisfied and said he would maneuver
oex the drilling ground. A whistle wu
blows and released the ropes, the propell-
ing screw behind was set in the proper di-

rection, when suddenly a southwest wind
s; rang up and the airship swerved to the
nfrthweat instead of to the northeast.
Crossing the main boulevards the aerial
craft executed a number of evolutions,
but continued northward with the wind,
eventually disappearing over the great
white basilica of the church of the Sacred
Heart, and the top of the hill of Mount
Martre. The aeronaut's wife and thr
friends waited at the shed from till '3
and grew aaxtoas at the prolonged ab-

sence.
When the balloon was percerred at an

immense height this increased The anx-ict-

as it was known th airship was
intended to rise to jch a point It

wis, however, merely the ;nnated en-

velope, which drifted back across Puis
after the accident had relieved it of the
veight of tbe car. A few minutes later
a telegram arrived with the news of the

ftnfar
disaster. An eye witness gave the follow-
ing account of the acciuent:

Details of the Collapse.
"I was standing on the steps of my

building when I heard a voice calling. I
k oked up and saw an airship a hundred
yards In the air. M. Morin was leaning
out of the car and asxed through a mega-
phone where was a suitable spot to
ascend. I Indicated a place in the neigh-
borhood, and tbe airship proceeded in the
direction I had indicated. A few instants
later I saw the balloon turn shirpaly and
at the same moment I heard a noise, like
the tearing of cloth. The piano wires at-
taching the front of the car to the bailoon
bad broken. Other wires followed suit,
the. car became detached and It fell to the
ground 20 yarns distant. The balloon
itself bounded np in the air and disap-
peared. I hurried to the spot and found
DeBradski dead and terribly bruised. M.
Morin was lying under the remainder of
the car. He lived but a few moments.'

DeBredski was a Hungarian baron, 36
5 ears of age, rich and clever, and had
been in the diplomatic service. He made
ti first ascension In 1ML Morin was his
engineer. He leaves a widow and three
children.

La. Chambre, the constructor of the air-ai-p,

says he had no confidence In the
mechanical part of the airship, bet says
the balloon had perfect stability and con-s- tf

rated real progress in as much as there
as no pitching or sudden shocks. The

defects were that the car was too light,
and that the motor and guiding screws
wens too weak.

SIR MICHAEL HERBERT

Engiands New Ambassador

Presented to President.

THEY ARE OLD FRIENDS

And Talk as Such When Form-

alities Were Exchanged.

Washington, Oct. 12. According to an
appointment made Saturday, Sir Michael
Herbert, the now British ambassador,
was presented to the president today by
Secretary Hay. The presentation took
place at what is called the temporary
White House," cn Jackson place, and tote
was probably the first occasion since the
White House has been occupied as the
presidential mansion that the credentials
of an ambassador or minister has been
received outside of Its doors.

Instead of calling at the state depart-
ment nrst. which Is the usual course, tka
ambassador proceeded directly to the
temporary White House with the full
staff of the embassy, in their diplomatic
uniforms. Secretary Hay. meeting him
at this point, presented him to Presides
Roosevelt in the parlor on the second
floor of the house. The presentation waa
made in the usual form, with the impor-
tant exception that the president, though
progressing rapidly toward recovery,
heeded his physician's warning and re-

mained seated, not undertaking to stand
on his wounded leg. The ceremony was
brief, consisting in the presentation of
the new ambassador by Secretary Hay.
the delivery by the ambassador of his
credentials and a felioitous address by the
ambassador expressive of the pleasure it
gave him to return to Washington and an
appropriate response from the president.
That was all of the ceremony and when
it was over. Sir Michael, who is a long
time friend of the president, their ac-

quaintance dating back more than ten
years, accepted Mr. Roosevelt" s invitation
to be seated and the two had a long per-

sonal chat.
Sir Michael's Rank.

The new ambassador will take rank
after Signer Mayor Des Planches, th
Italian ambassador.

PREVENT A SERIOUS CONFLICT
IN TERRITORY.

Aaent Schoenflefd Possibly Prevented
a Civil War.

Washington. Oct. 13. A soriavs con-

federal troops, according to dispatch
received at the interior department.

'capitoi building, assisted by tnawl horse-
men, and. according to Indian A sent
SCchfleid. arbitrarily permitted persons
to enter and sit as membwrs of th Choc-

taw council upon commissions issued
by himself .and refused to admit mem-

bers having certificate from the regu-
larly constituted authorities. Agnt Sh v
enfeld appealed to Washington f r the
troops On their arrival the Choctaw
council was permitted to ter the build-

ing and reeume its sessions. Th offi-

cial dispatch received today show that
the votes of th council for the office
of principal chief (governor) were count-
ed yesterday.
