DON'T NEGLECT SO GREAT A DUTY.

It is both a duty and an obligation incumbent upon

every citizen of a republic to cast his ballot at every elec-

tion. Should a majority cease to vote the government

would fall through corruption. Good Gitizenship requires

that every man who is entitled to the privilege of voting

shall exercise that privilege at every election. In a re-

public there can be truly representative government only

when every citizen votes; only then can majority rule be
fully assured.

It is clear, therefore, that it is the duty of every citi-

zen to see that he is proporly registered in order that he
may be qualified to vote. The movement for election

reform by means off a fuller participation in the duty of

voting has gained headway in various states. Not only

has there been an attempt to puritj the primaries, but in

New York, nota"bIy," there has been an effort to encourage
registration. The legislature, at its last session, enacted
a law designed to put a premium upon the discharge of

that important duty. This law provides that every regis-

tered voter shall be exempt from jury duty until every
unregistered voter has been called upon! Furthermore,
steps have been taken to call attention to the duty of

registration. At convenient places in the cities are maps,
showing the registration districts, and upon wliich is In-

dicated the location of the booths for registration. By

consulting the map every voter can easily ascertain where
he must register, and the maps also serve to jog the
memory of those who have failed ro attend to the duty.

It is no exaggeration to say, perhaps, that half the ills
of government are due to tho negligence of voters who

fail to do their full duty as citizens. This is something
every citizen should think about. Register and then
vote.

FEMALE SUFFRAGE AGAIN.

The Kansas Equal Suffrage association is holding its
nineteenth annual convention, this week, in Topeka.
When Kansas was admitted to the Union there was much
discussion ever admitting negroes and women to the
privilege of the franchise, bat the bars of the constitu-
tion were put up against both. At the election of If 70

there were two amendments pending, one to enfranchise
the negro, one to enfranchise women. At this clectlcn
11,000 men voted to enfranchise women and a few more
to enfranchise the negro, but neither h&4 sufficient votes
to carry the amendment Hct?ever, the negro voted st
the nese election. In 18S7 the Kansas legislature gave
women municipal suffrage. This, however, does not
affect women who live in the country. The legislature
of 1892 submitted an amendment to enfranchise women.

This came to a vote the year of 1894, but was again
defeated by a large majority. The next legislature will

se asked to submit another amendment.

THE VOLCANIC SITUATION.
Friday morning's' dispctcihes announce another vol-

canic eruption. Soufriere on the island of St. Vincent is

belching out hot sand and ashes, later to be followed in

all probability by fire and destruction. Old mother earth

seems oft For many months conditions have not been

normal on her surface, to say nothing of admonitions cf

insids perturbations. By many the extremes of weather

for the past few months have been attributed to or con-

nected with the eruption of ML Pelec, and during which
time old, cold and extinct volcanoes have shown signs

of life. So volcanoes and their moods are becoming mat-

ters of interest
There are from 1300 to 3G0 volcanoes on the globe.

This estimate includes merely live volcanoes and volca-

noes which within rcGent times have been in action. If

we should count the many mountains scattered over th?
earth which show today signs of volcanic action in the (

more remote past, the estimate would have to be in-

creased by many hundreds.
Volcanoes would seem to bej arranged, with more or

less symmetry, in belts circling the great oceans. A

ring of fire surrounds the Pacific. Starting at the South
Shetland islands, several hundred miles south of Cape

Horn, a belt of volcanoes extends up the west coast of

South America; from Alaska it crosses the Pacific along

the Aleutian islands to Kamschatka; thence it follows
the east edge of the Pacific through the Kurile islands,
Japan, Formosa, the Philippines, the Moluccas, the Solo-

mon islands, the North Hebrides, New Zealand, and fin-

ally ends in Mounts Terror and ErebU3 on the Anarctic
continent forming this great belt are in

places ranged in chains as along the west coast of Cen-

tral America and in the Aleittian islands; elsewhere they
are separated by long distances, but nevertheless they
would seem to have some connection with each other.
Sometimes the lines of volcanoes surrounding the Pacific
is very narrow, as in Central America, and then again
it broadens hundreds of miles, as in the Western United
Slates, where extinct volcanoes on the east edgo of the
belt are hundreds of miles from tho ocean and distant
from each other.

Within this great Pacific circle of volcanoes, 25,000

miles in length, are many volcanic. islands: the Ladrones,
the Hawaiian islands, with the famous Mauna Loa; the
Galapagos, the Samoan islands, as well as the Tonga and
Fiji archipelagoes, and many smaller groups. The coral
islands may be also classed as volcanic, as they rest in
great part in volcanic foundations.

Eastward from the circle around the Pacific a branch
belt extends through Sumatra and Java. On the brok-

en isthmus which ages ago joined Asia and Australia, are
over 100 volcanoes, many of whieh are constantly belch-

ing forth mud, lava or ashes. This is the great focus of

volcanic action of the earth.
Round nearly three sides of the Atlantic basin vol-

canic districts are scattered with some apparent symme-

try. In the far north, Hckla and nearly one sccro others
separate the Atlantic from the Anarctic ocean. Stretch-

ing from Iceland, from north to south, an irregular sub-

merged ridge bears the volcanic mountains of the Azores,

the Cape Verde islands, Ascension, St Helena and Tris-

tan da Cunha. On the west edge of the Atlantic are the
volcanoes on the east coast cf America. The volcanic
belt of the Mediterranean shores is prolonged to the
mountains of Armenia, and Western Arabia, There are
said to be some volcanoes in Thibet and Manchuria.

Elisee Reclus has drawn attention to the fact that the
great centers of volcanic action in the western and east-

ern hemispheres are at exactly opposite ends of the
globe are at antipodes with each other and that these
centers of activity are near the poles of flattening. They
also flank, one on the west and one on the east, the im-

mense circle around the Pacific.
Hekla, in Iceland, and Mauna Loa, in the Hawaiian

islands, simply pour forth masses of lava that flows like
molasses. Vesuvius and Jit. Pelee, on the other hand,
represent the explosive type of volcanoes, to which also
belong the volcanoes of the Andes and of Mexico.

"Old Chief Timmons would a been JflO

years old now if be d a Jived. He never
s a chief, not even a captain, but he

had been a good fireman in his day, and
everybody in Frisco had heard of him.
He made his reputation in the old days
before hard drinking s a crime, and I
guess he saved about as many lives In
his time as any of 'em. Well, after they
flre2 him off the department in every
town in California, and along the coast,
from Paget sound to San Diego, he came
back to Frisco and got him a loft in tho
alley about ten rods irom Six's engine-hous- e.

"He used to loaf around the house most
all day and half the night, waiting for
the gong, and aomahoW or another he
managed to keep pretty well keyed up on
red liquor all the time. Ke wasn't a bad
old fellow to have 'round, neither, for he
knew how to make hand balls, and he
had more tricks of filing up harness on a
pinch than any man I ever sftw.

. the life of the fields, will find the no
menclature of farms and cottages and of
these vague areas indicated by such
words as "street" (without a house m it),
"corner" or "end." a curious subject,
with side lights both instructive and en-
tertaining.

These who have Journeyed from Iondon
to Brighton by road will probably have
noticed, with an amused conjecture, the
hamletof Pease Pottage that lies a little
south of Crawlry. It is a sample of a
great class of names in which Sussex in
particular among the southern countries
is rich. VTUhin a few races' wandering
from the main road at this point ths
traveler will find such singular titles as
Catstaiis, Bedlam street. Smock alley and
Ivcandabout; and if their odd n ess should
rouse his curiosity, he will find plenty of
material either for serious derivation or
for merest puzziedom of guesswork. To
begin with, there is a large number of
names which show traces of local history,
either on the surface or under a light
veil of dialect or the corruptions of time.
"Pryern" is unmistakable evidence of a
monastic foundation. A little consider-
ation will show that Monkey lane points
U the same conclusion and has nothing
t6 do with "our arboreal ancestors."
Prfest hav.es and Bedelands are sufficient
indication of church ownership, probably
Os a chantry. Bridgeland was. no doubt,
a messuage charged with the upkeep and
repairs of neighboring bridges; Pest house
gees back to "isolation" in far-o- ff epi-
demics, perhaps to the black death it-

self; Tithebarh and Old Workhouse re-
call vanished methods of eeclosiastical
and parochial government.
