Court House Filled by Those
Desiring to Hear Him

ON THE VITAL ISSUE

Many Things of Interest in

Politics of the County,

Woodward, O. T., Oct 23. Residents of
this city and county filled the district
court room Thursday afternoon to meet
and hear the Republican congressional
candidate, Bird S. McGuire. As a rule in
this county no party has been able to
Set large audiences together at afternoon
political meetings, but yesterday was an
exception and a representative assem-
blage greeted the man who is making
such a determined stand for immediate
statehood and the things advocated by
the Republican party in this campaign.
The people of this portion of the county
"were anxious to meejt Mr. McGuire. Let-
ters had been written to the territorial
committee asking that he be given an
earlier date here. Men living many miles
from the city had written to the local
committee asking for information rela-
tive to the McGuire meeting. As many
as could come from a distance were in
the audience and they were not disap-
pointed in the speech made here by the
nominee of the Republican party.

Mr. McGuire drove in yesterday morn-
ing from Mutual were he had spoken the
night before. After a rest of an hour he
was escorted to the court room and made
a speech that equaled any made by him
thus far In the campaign. It was a speech
filled with facts and statements that are
not to be refuted. It was a logical eluci-
dation of what the Republican party
stands for in this campaign. The remarks
of the speaker caused the Republicans
present to pledge themselves to more
earnestly work for party success and the
men of opposite political faith were
pleased with the candor of the man and
his fair disposition in treating the issues
that are confronting the people of all
parties. In this count there has ben
much work by the opposition. The
men in charge of the campaign of the op-

posite party do not have sincere hopes of
carrying the county for Bill Cross, but
they hae tit sired to break even with the
Republicans in the congressional race.

tion they haw had silndid audiences.

The differences
In the two platforms adopted by the par-
ties contending for supremacy in this
campaign was explained and the speaker
at the out--- t of his speech outlined his
position -- id th' position of his party on
the stath'.r.d question. From then on
his argum tits were those advocating im-
mediate staf rood for Oklahoma; allow-
ing the territory to b come a member of
the union with the full rights of a state,
and the attaching of the various nations
of the In !i:m territory after they had
been pr pared for statehood by congress.
The p.it; m of all parties in the terri-
tory upon thi- - statehood question hereto-
fore, was r i. rred to by the speaker, who
stated that imm diatdy after old Okla-
homa wa-- scttltd the men of the new
territory" were petitioning congress to ad-

mit Ok! ihoma to the union, and that
since that time stihood conventions
have beo;i h!d in the leading cities of
the territory, where memorials were pre-
pared and sent to ivngrss, requesting
n'ld demanding that give an en-

abling act to Oklahoma. The recent
change in th attitui. cf the democratic
part was mentioned, and Mr. McGuire
stated tli.u it had teen his desire that
the statehood question would not have
been ma a political issue, but that all
citizens of Ok'ahmr.a. uov.id have united
in a effort to secure state-
hood, when this territory is at th' very
threshold cf tnterins i .to what has been
so arduously worked for by the people of
Oklahoma In the past.

It is a muter of i tb.it this same
man. after complc---;- : his sr-- eh. re-

quested the members of the corr.m ttee
that it be not printed. It was printed,
however, and is a part of the records on
the statehood emotion.

The conditions in the Indian territory
and those in'Oklahoma were freely com-

pared by Candidate Bird 8. McGuir.
extracts from various speeches were

read indicating what the Indian territory
has and ha3 not.. There Tvas such a dif-

ference that tho" idea of statehood with
the Indian territory could not be looked
upon favorably, after the presentation of
the facts that the magnificent school
land fund must be divided with the peo-

ple of the Indian territory, and that
statehood with the territory at the pres
ent time means that Oklahoma must pay
the bills through taxation. The speaker
referred to the criminality of the Indian
territory, comparing the statistics with
those of Oklahoma, stating that the crime
In that territory is ten times that of Ok-

lahoma. According to his ideas, one of
the first state institutions . to be erected
is a penitentiary, and in doing this, Ok-

lahoma must pay her large share of the
expense and the people of this territory,
according to the property values, must
pay the taxes for the care of the inmates
of the Institution furnished by the In-

dian territory.
. The comparison made between the two
territories was not pleasing to the men
with the idea that Oklahoma should he
attached with the Indian territory in one
state, and the weight of argument was
suoh that they were forced to admit that
possibly the Democratic party had made
a serious mistake when it made an issue
out of statehood for Oklahoma and the
Indian territory at the same time. The
various phases of the Flynn bill were
taken up. There clause In the bill
enlarged upon by the speaker that has not
been clearly brought out heretofore.
This clause provides that ten per cent of
the total receipts from the sale of .gov-- :

crnment lands in Oklahoma shall go to
the future state. This in itself means a
large sum of money, owing to the fact
that people are proving up on their land
in various parts of the territory. The
delay of statehood for Oklahoma lessens
the amount of money the state of Ok-

lahoma shall receive from this source.
Following his discussion of the state-

hood question, Mr. McGuire took up the
mixed school plank in the Democratic
platform. He stated that there was no
necessity for such a plank in that plat
form owing to the fact that there can be
no Issue made out of a matter that is en-

tirely settled. The history of the sep-

arate school law passed by the last ter-
ritorial legislature was given. The re-

sult of the case taken before Chief Jus-
tice Burford was explained, and in his de
cision the chief justice held that, under
the law, if there was one white child in
a district it should have a separate
school, and if there was one colored
child in a district it should have a sep-

arate school. According to this idea the
matter is as much settled as any law on
the statute books of Oklahoma, and that
it would take a legislative act to change
the same. When Bill Cross was in
woodward county he repeatedly made
the statement that he was glad "that
there wasn't any niggers in Woodward
county." Extracts from his speeches In
in various parts of the territory were
read, including the one made by him at
Guthrie in which he stated that he was
glad to see so many of his colored
friends present. The attempt to deceive
the people of certain sections of the ter-
ritory was so clear that the difference in
sentiment created much amusement.
Following this Mr. McGuire took up the
clipping read by Bill Cross in which an
alleged Republican newspaper, which
Cross stated was published in Oklahoma,
had said, some uncomplimentary things
about the Populists. According to the
Enid Wave, this paper, from which a
clipping was read by Cross, is the Brisco
(Oklahoma) Republican. Mr. McGuire of-

fered a reward of $100 to the man who
coukl, prpduCA the Brisco Republican, a
paper alleged to bo published in Okla-"hoir- ia.

Discussing other matters for a few
minutes, destroying the attempts of Tem- -

' ocrats to prejudice the voters, by making
' statements- - alleging that McGuire had
, said certain things, the speaker referred

to the free text book matter, stating
that a terrific fight was being made upon
this issue b the book trust. He gave the
result of his investigations along this
line and avo figures showing why it
would be good policy to have free text

j books, and advocated the placing of text
books in the hands of every boy and girl
of school age in the territory free of all
cost to them.

An impromptu reception was held for
McGuire after the meeting in the court
room. He was surrounded by his ad-

mirers, and those who were strangers to
him had the opportunity to meet him.
Mr. rtlcGuire talked over the situation in

! this campaign with them personally, and
Republicans freely asserted that in as
fa'r as It was possible it was similar to a
revival meeting, for there were men con-

verted to the idea of immediate state
hood for Oklahoma.

Immediately after the meeting In
Woodward, Mr. McGuire and others left
for the night meeting in Fort Supply.
The largest building in the old govern-
ment post was hardly commodious enough
for the hundreds of people who gathered
to meet the congressional candidate and
hear him discuss the issues of the day.
It was freely asserted that it was the
largest political meeting ever held at
that point. It was a meeting of enthusi-
asm, and Republicans were exultlngly
jubilant over the speech and Impression
made b their candidate, nl the after-
noon there was a program of horse rac-

ing and at the supper hour a general
good time was had .it resembling the

church supper. The immense
crowd filled the building once used as a
'theater when the fort was used b the
government, and it was there that the
candidate spoke for an hour ami a half
to men and women who listened attenti-
vely to every word said by him. After
the meeting there was a rush for the
platform and on every side there were
"cotnmer.datory words for the candidate
and his stand upon matters which are of
such vital Interest to the people of Okla-- j

homa.
After the Fort Supply meeting Mr. Mc-

Guire drove back to Woodward In order
to take the night train to make a date at
Newkirk, in Kay county.
