i CUT SKULL OPEN

To Allow a Little Girl's Brain Room
for Development,

New York, Nov. 8. Eminent surgeons
arc watching with unusual interest the
rtsult of a remarkable operation per-
formed on little Ethel Trundy, a patient
In the Polyclinic hospital, whose brain

.was released from cramped confines
two large pieces of the skull.

The success of the operation, which was
a last' resort, is expected to be followed
by a normal growth of the child's mental
ptwers, which have been prevented from
Qcveloping for the last four years.

Ethel Trundy is twelve years old, the
daughter of Captain Trundy. a wealthy
resident of Lake Mahopac, N. J. The op-

eration was performed on Tuesday, and
last night the physicians had cverv hope
that satisfactory results will be obtained.

Captain Trundy employed every facility
that money could command for the last
fcur years to benefit his child. Constant
medical treatment proved unavailing, as
ossification of the child's skull produced
unceasing headaches and prevented de-

velopment of her mental powers. An op
eration requiring the greatest skill wasj
therefore determined upon.

Dr. Thomas J. Briggs, Jr., of Stnm-fcr- d.

Conn., assisted by Dr. Frederick
Whitehorn, of this city, prepared Ethel
foi the operation. She was under the in-

fluence of ether for an hour and a quar-
ter, while the surgeons removed 'pieces of
her skull In two sections.

The large section was an inch wide, and
extended, from the frontal bone in the
.forehead to the upper side of the occipital
.bene, at the back of the head. The smal
ler .section was triangular, and was taken
from the left parietal bone. The chlfd
reacted favorably from the operation and
her condition is watched zealously.

It in- confidently expected that the re-
leasing of the brain from its cramped
cennnes will allow it to expand, and on
the completeness and rapidity of this ex-
pansion rests the hope of relief.

Because of the nature of the opera-
tion it will be several weeks before the
surgeons ca"n learn the precise degree of
success that has attended their efforts.

CONTEST WAS DESPERATE

Pennsylvania Braced Up Like

Stone Wall.

UNION COLLEGE BESTED

Cambridge, Mass., Nov. 8. As was ex
pected Harvard defeated University of
Pennsylvania on Soldier Held today with
out difficulty, but the score of 11 to 0 was
about one half of what It should have
been, as far as the crimson was con-

cerned.
Four times Harvard was inside of the

Pennsylvania twelve-yar- d line, but two
umbles, holding in the line and a grand

brace by the Quakers on their own three- -
yard line kept the Crimson from scoring
many additional points. There were other
fumbles by Harvard during the game,
though not so noticeable or so costly.
With the exception of five minutes in the
first-hal- f and less than a minute in the
second half, the play was entirely in
Pennsylvania's territory, so that the Qua-

kers were on the defensive. And well
did they hold the heavier Harvard team.
Every yard of the field the crimson cov
ered was gained only by a tremenduous
amount of physical force. It was there-
fore disappointing to Harvard backers to
see all this energy .thrown to the winds
by a miserable fumble when the fruits
of it wore almost within reach.

Three times in the first half Harvard
started for the Quaker goal. The first
time she reached the twelve-yar- d line,
where the ball went to Pennsylvania for
holding. Next she got within three yards
of the goal line, right under the posts,
where Putnam fumbled. On the third
time Harvard scored, starting from Penn
sylvania's thirty-yar- d line and gradually
pushing the ball along until Graydon was
dragged across. Barnard made a miser-
able failure for the goal. Harvard nar
rowly missed making a safetj' just after
the score, as Putnam muffed the ball at
the kick-of- f, and after carrying it behind
the line, just managed to get back into
the field.

The second half was In a great meas
ure a repetition of first At the start,
Harvard banged, plunged, dragged and
pushed until the ball was on Pennsyl- -
ania's twelve-yar- d Hne, where there was

the usual fumble, Stillman being the
offender. After a punting match. Har-
vard started again for a score and once
Piore got Inside of Pennsylvania's five-ya- rd

line, again under the goal posts,
but a grand brace by the Quakers gave
them the ball on downs. The second
score followed soon arter this, and was
the one spectacular feature of the game.
From the very center of the field Stillman
circled Pennsylvania's left end and. aidel
by a stone wall interference, ran clear
to the goal line. This time Barnard man-
aged to kick the soal. and the score 12

to 0 kept so until the end of the game.
Except for a fine brace by Pennsylvania,
oturlng which the tenm made four first
downs, to the astonishment of the crowd,
there was very little of interest in the
balance of the contest, and the game
ended with the ball in Harvard's posses-
sion in Pennsylvania's territory.

Washington, Nov. S. The war depart
mem maue public today a statement of
Gen, R. P. Hushes, in reply to charges
contained in a letter written by Henry

e.son in a Boston newspaper.
August 25, 1902, and which letter is em
braced in a pamphlet, signed by Charles,
r rancis Aaams, carl Schurz, Edwin Bar
rett Smith and Herbert Welsh, cimmittee,
under the title of "Marked Severitie- s-
Secretary Root's Record In the Philippine
Warfare. General Hughes quotes the
following extracts from the letter:

'Th Eighteenth regulars marched from
Iloilo, in the south to Caplz, in the north
of Panay, under orders to burn every
tewn from which they were atUcked.
The result was, they left a strip of land
sixty miles wide from one end of the
island to 'the other, over which tne tra-
ditional crow, could not have tlown with-
out provisions. That is what burning
means, and no more. It Is not done for
the fun of the thing, but out of stern
necessity."

General Hughes, who commanded in
Panay at the time, says the burning of
Iloilo was shown by the official records
of the insurgent counsel to have been
the work of the insurgents. He says tho
troops by "some work, some fighting ami
much exposure to fire were able to
wrench a portion of Hollo from the
Dames." After reviewing the work of
the Eighteenth infantry in the province
of Panay, General Hughes says: "It has
thus been shown that the Eighteenth
regulars had no order to burn all towns
fiom which they were attacked, and that
thy did not leave a strip of land sixty
mil Aa wlrin from nnn nml
Ihe other over which thn traditional crow
could not have flown without provisions,
but as i matter of fact they did leave the
country uninjured; the towns and villages
intact; the roads Improved; bridges re-
built, and the 300,000 natives of the section
covered were left In tho full enjoyment
of their property and rights.

MAY CONVENE CONGRESS

Colombia.

Washington, Nov. 8. It is expected at
the Colombian legation that the Colom-
bian congress will be reconvened In De-
cember or January. Advices which have
been received at the location Indicates
as much.
