Many thoujand acres of wheat hare
been sown during: the months just pass-

ed, and the rainfall has bet-- more than
above the av r2go for a numbt-- r of years,
giving the i;ant excellent opportunities
for makin a Bpl"ndid growth. Last night
and today Oklahoma has had another
general rain, which will do the wheat
much good. From reports received in
lals city it is known that the rain is
general, and it is only a little over a
week ago that the territory had a gen-

eral rain, lasting for several days.
Conditions rr.e year ago were not

nearly so favorable as they are at this
time. Wheat was pasture 1 during the
winter, when in some instances it was
a positive injury to the plant, owing
to the fact that it had not made enough
growth to withstand the heavy pastur-
age to which it was subjected. The in-

dications are, however, this year that
thre will I plenty of pasturage, and
this means n.my dollars in the pocket
of every stockman and wheat grower,
regardless of the fact that ho may not
get a full crop next summer. Some
men consider that thty are fully ropaid
for the trouble and expense in putting
out a wheat cr p if they have pasturage
for stock during the winter months.
This is one of the years that they will
haw it.

The ground w:.s in good conditim when
tile wheat was s.wn. and this in a meas-
ure has helpt d in bringing out the plant
so rapidly.

NO CHANGE IN RESULTS

Guthrie, 0. T-- . Nov. 13. "I hope to
have affairs at the Republican head-

quarters closed up by the end of this
week," said Seqrctary Vernon W. "Whit-

ing today. "There have been many let-

ters to write," continued Mr. Whiting,
"and this has taken much time. The
accounts are about all in, and the only
delay now is caused by the absence of
members of the committee from the
city."

The official returns from all of the
counties are in and there is practically
no change in the result as given out
heretofore. There is no question about
tne election of Mr. McGuire, and after
this week, so far as the committee's
work is concerned, there will De no more
politics in the capital city. After the
meeting of the territorial election board
on the 24th, the congressional campaign
of 1902 will have passed into history.

GOULD EXAMINED WELLS

Incidentally He ."tfakes a .Report
Geological Formation!

Xorman, O. T., Nov. 13. Prof. Gould
returned from his trip Sunday and when
seen today said:

"I have just returned from a trip to
Childress, Tex., in connection with the
government investigation concerning the
deep-seate- d waters of the plains and
incidentally to make a report on the red
beds found in that locality.

"This red bed formation has puzzled
geologists for a number of years. It
crops out nearly all the way to Pecos
riyer into Texas and New Mexico. Tho
massive beds of gypsum, salt and ado-lomi- te

found in these states are but mem-
bers of these red beds. A greater part
of the rof in them, however, is a bright
red clay shale. In many places it is im
pregnated strongly with mineral salts.

"In nearly all the regions wnere these
beds are found the water is not good.
and geologists have thought that if a
well could penetrate these red beds good
water might be found below. The trou- -
blo, however, is that-n- one knows how
thick these beds are. In western oKla-hom- a

and Texas they are certainly 2,00tf

feot thick, and possibly 4,000.

"Several deep hples have been drilled.
viz: At iorc Keno, o. T., and aggoner.
Tex., but both of these were stopped
before getting through, as neithar of
these reached 2,000 feet.

"The railroad companies are putting
down this well at Childress," said Prof.
Gould, "and have nlready reached 1,300

feet. The rock passed through has been
the same as usually encountered in the
red beds, red clays and shales, with some
ledges of salt and gypsum.

"The company is determined to go
deeper," says Mr. Gould, "and I hope
they will not stop until tney have finally
gotten through this formation."

Tne government men were recently in
Oklaltbm'a "arid expressed the opinion that
the question of the water supply of this
Tart of the plains would never be settled
until we have some knowledge of the
thickness of these beds and the rocks
that lie below.

Prof. Gould Is now busy sending out
letters all over the territory concerning
the waters and information pertaining to
his hydorgraphlc work.

The complaints against Mrs. Wheeler
was filed yesterday afternoon and the
complaining witness was Mr. Camahan,
the father of the little girl whom Wheeler
is accused of raping.
