HAS PRESSURE

OF 200 POUNDS

That is C, L. Davidson's Esti-

mate of Wjnfield Gas Well.

TEST HAS BEEN DELAYED

On Account of inability to Get

Packing,

The , committee of the council. Mayor
McLean, C. L. Davidson and J. 'Giles

Simth went to Winfleld yesterday morn-

ing and returned yesterday afternoon.
Of the trip Mr. Davidson said:

"They undoubtedly have gas in that
well and there Js a good, strong flow,

I shomd ' think, possibly a pressure of 200

jwunds. There are 400 feet of water in
the well.

"The strike was such a surprise - that
they were not prepared for it. They had
pat down 200 feet of casing and when
was discovered they sent to Chanute foi
a gauge and casing so they could con-

trol the flow. There was no casing in
Chanute, so an order was telegraphed to
Pittsburg for the casing and this is now
on the road.

"When the casing arrives it will be
known just how mucn this well can
produce in a day. There was a small

"The. people and the driller are very

sanguine about the well. You see. the
drill had just broken through the crust
anu into the sandstone on
Saturday. The drill has penetrated but
two inches into that sandstone and here
is this big flow of gas. As soon as
the casing and packing arrives it will
be put in and the water pumped out and
then the drill will be put to work again,
-- c will penetrate almost the entire tniek-nes- s

of gas sand. If mat sand is twenty
or thirty feet thick the well will be a
good producer. The thicker the strata
the more gas will be produced. Of course
there is no way to ten just how thick
the strata is until the drill makes the
sounding. The expert handling the drill
knows his business and he can tell when
tne drill is about through a certain
strata.

"Rages & Co. have a splendid new drill-
ing outfit. It is in every
way and they can drill fifty to 100 feet
per day. They are the people we want
to make the contract with. They have
tne best of machinery and know how to
do the work."

"The committee was met at the train,"
said J. Giles Smith, "and were taken to
the well in a carriage. The workmen
have a crude arrangement for confining
the gas and they have a small pipe laid
to the engine and are making steam
with it. To one side there Is another
pipe with a T' shaped valve. The man
1n charge opened the valve and lighted
it and then turned it wide open. The
fire spread over the large engine room
and extended ten feet from either end of
th T' opening and to a height of fifteen
feet.

"The discovery of this well only
strengthens my belief that there is gas
close to Wichita. Winfleld has taken the
Initiative and gone to work and you see
what they havo found. Gas would be the
greatest blessing that ever struck Wich-
ita and the busings nien realize it, and
we are going after it.
