Five
deaths are recorded from this one family
in the last-thirte-en months, and another
is expected any minute.

siory of the trials of the family was
learned. The mother of Mrs. Bigley died
thirteen months ago, after an Illness of
over a year. One year ago her husband
and a brother were killed in a mine at
Aurora, Mo. They had come within three
teet of the top of the mine, when it
caved in and they were crushed. One
month ago her eldest boy died of typhoid
fver. and two diys hter another passed
away, and still another lies at the point
of death In the St. Francis hospital. The
doctors say he cannot live through the
week. Her little daughter
if at the home of a neighbor, who Is

doing all in her power to keep this little
one from taking the dreaded fever.

ORIENT WORK

IS PROGRESSING

Graders are at Work North

of the Chickaska River.

BRIDGE MATERIAL DELAYED

Track Will Soon be Laid Up

to That Stream,

The Orient railway now has its grade
completed as far as the Chickaskia river
in Kingman county and the ties are
strung- as far as the approaches to the
brideg across that stream. A big gans
of men arc laying rails north of Harper
and. in a few days the track will be-- com-

pleted to the river. The bridge across
this stream has been delayed some on
account ,of the inability of the contrac-

tors to set material for their work. This
fs expected in a few days, however, and
by the middle of the month the bridge
will be nearly completed.

The graders are still at work this side
of the Chickaskia, however, and working
this way rapidly. A larger force is grad-
ing than has heretofore been employed.
The Kingman county section is almost
graded and the men will go to work in
Sumner county by the end of another
week. The Sumner county appraisers
have filed their report and the right of
way Is secured through the county.

This section of the road is eight miles
long and the grades will not h? large
and when the workmen get to this part
of the line tlley will advance rapidly.

Mlllerton. where the Orient will cross
the 'Missouri Pacific, is on the line be-

tween Sumner and Sedgwick counties
and here the Orient company expect to
join with Missouri Pacific and run their
trains over the latter line into Wichita.
They expect to reach Millerton and have
the track completed and ready for use
by February 1st and will run trains from
Byron, O. T., tr Wichita while the sec-

tion of tho lino between Millerton and
Wichita Is being built.
