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BAILEY AND BEVERIDGE.

W. E. Curtis, in his letter to the Chi-
cago Record-Heral- d, from Washington,
says:

An impression prevails that the Hon.
Joseph Bailey, of Texas, will ask the
senate of the United States for

in his light with the Hon. William
L. Penfield, solicitor of the department
of state, but his friends advise him not
to do so. Penfield has stated In the public
prmts his opinion that Bailey is an ass
and a liar, and that Bailey is aware that
he is a liar, although he does not charge
that Bailey knows he Is an ass. Bailey
dees not know everything.

A year ago or more one of Bailey's
constituents got into trouble about a gold
oi silver mine down in Mexico, and ap-
plied to Ambassador Clayton, who de-
clined to help him, and reported his rea-
sons to the secretary of state. The con-
stituent appealed to Mr. Bailey, and the
latter demanded tbe removal of Clayton.
The secretary of state referrect.the mat-
ter to Solicitor Penfield. who sustained
Clayton. Bailey attacked Penfield on the
floor of the senate,- - and Beveridge. being
Penfleld's friend and the representative
o his state, replied that Bailey's lan-
guage was unwarranted. When the sen-
ate adjourned Bailey grabbed Beveridga
h the lapels.of his coat and shook him
fiercely, demanding a retraction and
threatening to kill him. Bevcridge was
rescued by Spooner and others, smoothed
down his ruffled plumage and behaved a3
a gentleman should. Bailey blew off
steam in the newspapers and renewed his
attack upon Penfield. The latter wrote a
communication, which was furnished to
the press associations and appeared In
every paper in the country, reviewing th?
case and declaring in ao many words
that Bailey lied, and knew he lied Inten-
tionally, in his speech that day. He ad-

ded that Bailey was an ass. and did not
know any better than to act that way.

As Bailey had shaken Beverldge for
merely suggesting that his statements
were unwarranted, it was naturally ex-

pected that he would eat Penfield alive
without ketchun. but he did not do any
thing of the kind. He refunsed to be in-

terviewed and returned to Texas without
vindicating his honor. That was last
June, and he has made no motion toward
Tenfield since. He Is expected to do
something soon. It will probably not be
ir. the nature of personal violence, but
the thunderbolt w'll fall in tho form of
a whereas and wherefores nnd resolves
presented to the senate of the United
States, and demand Penfield s removal for
insulting that immortal body by saying
that one of its members is a liar and an
ass. Bailey regards this as more im-

portant than tackling the trusts or re-
