Washington, Dec. 2ft. The social fea-

ture of this winter will be' the marriage

of Alexander Pavloff and Mile. Irt.ua
des Planques. Last year the seasons

event was the marriage of Misa
Helen Hay and Payne Whitney. The
Russian nuptials will take place here at
the Russian Embassy. The ritual-o- the
Orthodox Greek Church is solemnly

The diauem
is used to impress the couple that they
have at least reached the highest dignity
of life and are henceforward rulcis in
their household.

The exact date of the ceremony cau-n- ot

be fixed definitely. Mr. Pavloff.

moned to St. Petersburg to confer with
the Russian Minister of Foreign Affairs.
Mr. Pavloff, is Minister to Corea and is
accounted one of the brilliant young dip-

lomats of the service. He received his
training under Count Cassini, the Rus-

sian Ambnssador here, and was for ten
years a member of his sta.Y at the Chi-

nese capital. Mr. Pavloff cannot return
to this country before the end of Janu-
ary, so the date of the wedding is fixed
approximately between the first and sc -

sian Ambassador" and the chatelaine of
his household. Mme. des Planques is
the daughter of Gabrielle des Planques.
President of the board of Directors of
the Russo-Chines- e Bank. He resides at
Kohe, Japan.

This is a stately apartment,
forty " feet sqnare, "and connects with
a suite of rooms covering the whole
second iloor. At the extreme end of
the study an altar will be erected, and
it will . he beautifully decorated with
Blie and roses. The lilies represent
purity, and the roses love.

Bishop Tiknhon, the primate of the
Greek Orthodox Church In America, as-

sisted by Father Hatovilsky, pastor of
St. Nicholas Church in New Y'ork City,
will perform the ceremony v There will
be no nuptial mass. On the morning
of tlie bridal, howeve. Mr. Pavloff and
his fiancee. Count Cassini, and aii the
members of the embassy, will attend
mass and receive Holy Communion. The
marriage ceremony will take place at
6 in the evening, and will he followed
by an Russian nuptial
feast.

Count Cassini will act as the father
of honor, and will represent both the
Czar and the aged father of the bride-
groom. He will head the bridal proces-
sion to the altar, clothed in his full court
dress, with his sword and insignia of all
his orders and decorations.
