Thus far Dr. Coakley haabefin .compelled
to .confine his experiments to dogs and
xuuu.va..

I'athetic. Trend Seldom Heard in the
Criminal Courts.

New York. Dec. 25. Laura Blggar has
been found not guilty of the charge of
ccnsplracy with Dr. C. C. Hendrick and
Samuel Stanton to defraud the estate of
the late Henry M. Bennett, millionaire,
by falsely setting up a claim of marriage
and the birth of a posthumous child.

JOHN & CO, HAVE FAILED

Xoted Firm Which Fought the Sugar
Trtit ;oe Under.

New York, Dec. 25. Major Gutave A.
Jahn, prominent In political circles In
Brooklyn, and leader of the local trade
element which ha3 tor years fought the
sugar and glucose trusts, was compelled
t announce yesterday the failure of his
firm. G. A. Jahn & Co.. of No. 9S Wall
street. For thirty-seve- n years Major
Jahn has been actively identitled with the
rice, coffee, sugar and molasses trade
ip this city, and his firm was one of the
largest wholesale dealers in these com-

modities in this country. The liabilities
are estimated to be within $150,000, and the
assertion is made by representatives of
the assignee that the assets will fully
equal that amount.

Losses sustained by the firm last year,
from which it was thought a recovery
could be made, finally forced capitulation.
It was a surprise to every. one in lower
Wall street. The failure, it was an-

nounced, does not affect the Atlantic
Rice Mills company, of Brooklyn, of
which Major Jahn was president up to a
few days ago. So far as could be learn-
ed, local banks are the main creditors.
During the last year the firm has been
frequently forced to request extensions
of time from the banks, and the recent
prolonged stringency of. the money mar-
ket was the immediate cause of the col-

lapse.
The losses of the firm were mainly the

result of heavy importations of foreign
granulated sugar during 1901 and the con-

tinuous decline in the price of coffee, on
which the firm held bullish views.

In the statement issued by.th&tirm yes-

terday Major Jahn disclaims responsi-
bility for the losses which, the firm sus-

tained a ear ago. It Is plainly stated
that these were Incurred while he was
away looking after the rice and milling
Interests of the firm in Louisiana and
Texas. "I was obliged to leave the man-
agement of the business to others." the
statement reads, "and was not, therefore,
sufficiently familiar with the details to
know its exact situation."

The others" to whom he refers were
his former partner. W. J. Griffiths, and
his son. Frederick.

"In the. latter part of 1D01," It goes n
to say, "my partnership with W. J. Grif-
fiths expired. He demanded to be bought
cut or that we should make an assign-
ment and put the firm In the hands of a
receiver. I finally paid him a large sum
of money for his interest In the business,
whereas, as I afterward found out. the
capital of the firm had been so much im-

paired that his interest In It was nothing.
While I knew that the firm was em-

barrassed. I was not willing to make an
assignment, as I felt confident It had
more than sufficient to nay Its debts, and
that with a little time I- - could put It in
a sound financial condition. During the
present year 1 have done everything that
was possible to do this. I put all my
private means is the firm, and my son
Frederick came to my assistance with ad-

ditional capital. I found, however, Cwat

I hnd underestimated the liabilities of the
firm and my ability to meet
these obligations as they matured. This
necessitated my obtaining from my cred-
itors an extension of time, which, in turn,
curtailed my credit, so thnt my availsble
cash resources became insufficient for
the conduct of the business oa a payim?

Engineer Robert Burns applied the brakes
tut they failed to tespond, and when he
reversed, the engine slid over the slip-Pr-y

rails straight for the caboose ahead.
He and Fireman Crapsey jumped.

The freight engine stuck her nose un-
der the caboose, threw the tender of 1550

into the ditch and the heavy train behind
frrfM.1 cHHK chm-iu- l r li V .hMil tn. '

ward the bridge on which was the passen-
ger train with its human freight.

O'Laughlin realized that if the freight
train behind pushed him into the bridge
his crippled engine and wrecked caboose
would bo almost certain to smash the
structure and let the passenger train
down into the canal. He applied his
brakes, reversed his locomotive and re-
mained at his post, working like a hero to
stop the train.

No. 1,550 brought tho mass of cars be-

hind to a standstill, only by two engine
lengths from the bridge, and without a
doubt saved the passenger train. It is
said Engineer Burns ran into the yards at
too high speed considering the slippery
track.
