City Regulator
Makes Suggestions as to
How to Build a Wichita.

To the Editor of the Eagle.
Wichita "has more sidewalk than any

other city in the United States of 30,000

inhabitants, and more dirt streets than
any other city in the world.

There is a street in Denver called Lo-

gan avenue. It is paved like one of the
roads in Riverside Park. It is the street
that all the horsemen drive on. It Is
easy on horses, and yet stands more
usage than any other street paving In
that city. Jt does not cost one-ha- lf as
much as asphalt and can be repaired
with but little cost. We have the ma-

terial at our door. The stone lies in
limitless quantities in the hills east of
us, in Butler county. The njore it is
sprinkled the better and more solid it
becomes. If the road in the park is not
sufficient test, it will hot cost the city
but a small amount to make a thorough
test of its merits by paving First street
from Market to the railroad and from
Main to the Missouri Pacific freight de
pot, or the west end of Douglas avenue
bridge. This latter place would be a
much. stronger test as the travel on
that end of the street is as great as on
any other street in the city.

If I were a park commissioner, I would
secure fifty pairs of squirrels for our
parks next spring.

If I were Fred Israel, I would remove
the old fences on the Israel property on
Topeka avenue between Second and
Third streets and clean up the grounds.
The properties would look much better
and bring higher rents. The fences will
make fair kindling wood.
