"That was the last time I ever saw
her. She left Cincinnati at once. She
told me that she was going to open a
manicure parlor in Indianapolis. I am
sorry that she killed herself. It was so
unnecessary. - If she had notified her
friends here she could have obtained the
assistance she needed. I shall send some
nice flowers, and my friends shall do like-
wise. It would be too bad to have the
obsequies appear weird and devoid of
flowers simply because Carl killed her-

self as she did."
Carlotta Steffens did go to Indianapolis,

where she associated herself with Miss
Graham of New York, and they opened
what they called a "toilet parlor" in one
of the most prominent buildings in the
city. They advertised themselves as
Steffens & Graham, Masseuses and Man-

icurists."
She lived a very retired life at first,

making a distinct effort to avoid meeting
people, and particularly men. in a social
way. But her extraordinary beauty made
It impossible for her to remain in seclu-
sion. People raved there, as they have
everywhere she has appeared, over the
loveliness of her face --and her finely
moulded figure. Her na:r then was a
glossy black, and she had a delicate olive
complexion, relieved by the reddest lips
and illumined by wonderful dark eyes.

He owned two
race horses and devoted most of his time
to trying to win money from the book-

makers. Ho Is twenty-Jiv- e years old and
he says his health was shattered in the
Spanish-America- n war by a bayonet
wound. Hemingway declered that he was
a officer in the Fifth
Cavalry and that he was also with the
Eleventh Infantry. He served in Cuba
and Porto Rico.

No one knows what the inner life of
Robert Hemingway and "Carlo the Beau-tfu- l"

was like. He lias toW mam stor-
ies, but lie has insisted in all of them
that they never had a serious quarrel
and that he had never the slightest idea
that "she was unhappy enouh to klll her- -

Iself. Far more convincing are the words
in that last .eloquent letter of hers:

"When you told hic that you did not
care to talk with me I Just longed to kiss
yon. throw my arms about your neck, but

ou would have knocked me down, so I
die without one kiss. But I had one long
loo& at your dear face."

Tnis lcttr seems positive, evidence that
the laughing, careless Carlotta had fallen
in love at last or ratlwr that she had
plunged in. placing nil her hope, her faith
and her trust on the weakest, feeblest of
needs and that she fell Into the abyss.

That they quarrelled and that he made
her unhappy there can be no doubt, but
possibly It may have been the memories
of her own life that contributed to her
misery- - But to those about her she gave
no sign that she had suffered.

Robert Hemingway's statcraert at the
inquest Into the young wonians death
throws some light on their life together.
Ke said that onee Carlotta had threat-
ened to kill herself. That was soon after
their arivnl in San Francisco. Jockey
McCue was in their room at the time.
and became noisy. Carlotta ordered the
jockey out and Hemingway sharply lold

.her to be quiet, adding that he would
McCue out of the place.

"Oh, you care for your jockey more
than you do for mc.' she exclaimed, as
she made a grap. for a satchel containing
a loaded revolver, which Hemingway ex-
plained that he always carried since he ihad served in the army. Hemingway
said he took the revolver from her and
removed the cartridges, handing them to
his brother In an adjoining room.

"Do you think I would commit suicide
over you?" Carlotta laughingly asked him
when he returned.

That is Hemingway's version of the
ircident. He testified that on the night
that Carlotta killed herself that he re-

turned from the race-trac- k about six
o'clock in the evening. This was on Sat- -
urday, Nov. 30. He found her standing
before a mirror.
