There was some pretty good heavy hogs
on this market and they brought 5G.30.

Good mixed pa'ckers went at $6.23 and in
cases where they ran to extremes in
weights, a nickel lower. The market was
w eakest at the close And pretty good hogs
"were required to bring J6.25.

The packers took everything offered up
until after dark, when the'market closed,
Lut several carloads wore reported to
arrive after that time. The buyers signi-
fied their willingness to buy all the late
arrivals this morning at last night's
weights.

BEARISH FOREIGN NEWS

Had a Great Influence in .De-

termining Prices.

Chicago. Jan. 2. Bearish foreign news
v. as- the main cause for lower prices in
wheat today, and May closed IsC lower.
May corn was off Me, with oats down

sc May provisions closed from 7c to

10c lower.
Wheat ruled quiet and lower, with a

good deal of long stuff on the market
adn but little demand. Northwest re-

ceipts were much in excess of those of the
corresponding time last year.

Advices from Argentine reported favor-

able harvesting weather, and a report
was current that offerings of wheat from
Russia were more liberal, on rumors of
the speedy reopening of navigation on the
Danube. Offerings continued very free
during the entire session, and the market
declined, gradually closing easy.

May opened lower at 7fc ,and sold
between TaViic and iGliic, closing "ic
lower at 75?;c. Clearances of wheat and
flour were equal to 712,000 bushels.

Primary receipt swere 955.0CO bushels
against 436,000 bushels a yea rago. Min-

neapolis and Duluth reported receipts of
07 cars, which, with local receipts of 44

cars, none of contract grade, made total
receipts for the tnree points of S51 cars,
against 637 cars last week and 355 cars a
year ago.

The corn market was rather dull, but
firmness prevailed at the start, on unfav-
orable weather in the west. Commission
houses and shorts were good buyers of
January, that month being nearly a cent
higher at one time, and the strength in
the current month acted as a supporting
influence to the May option. Large es-

timated receipts for tomorrow were a
bear factor and when wheat commenced
to go down the corn market was affected
sympathetically and prices receded to a
trifle under Wednesday's close. May
closed Vac lower at 42Tse. after ranging
between 42?;5KsC and 43c. Local receipts
were 305 cars, with four of contract
grade.

Oats were quiet and easy, the weak-

ness in wheat being the principally de-

pressing factor, aunough there was con-

siderable liquidation by local longs
throughout the day. The support came
largely from shorts with a proilt. The
close was easy, with May Visc lower at
C3?jc and 3334c. Local receipts were 111

STOCKS AND BONDS.

New York, Jan. 2. The trading on the
stock exchange started off with great
animation this morning and something
like a bulge in prices. Buyers of Tues-
day and Wednesday took advantage of
the rise to secure their pronts. Prices
ran off under this process, and the mar-
ket became dull. The advance was re-

newed again at some point, but the snap
seemed to be taken out of the market
and a fairly general selling movement

the afternoon v. hen call money
rates stiffened to 15 per cent. Reading
was vigorously advanced to above C9 and
served to steady prices, but the selling
v.as renewed before tbe close, which was
highly irregular. Susar ran' off a point
below Wednesday.

The opening call loan rate of 10 per cent
tevealed a stiff demand for funds, but
caused no uneasiness. Other develop-
ments pointed to a relaxed condition in
the loan market and the sterling exchange
made a sharp break with the cessation of
the demand for cables to meet the year
end settlements In London, which was
a feature last week. The London mar-
ket showed its usual prompt response to

MEN AND WQMDl
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WEAK JUDGE
IS TRAPPED

Exposed for Extorting Money
From His Appointees

ADMITS HE TOOK MONEY

But Claims It Was for His

Campaign Expenses.

Evausville, Ind., Jan. 2. Louis O. Rosea
judge of the Vanderburg circuit court, ac--

knowledged today that he had been guilt
of extracting money from appointees In

return for offices under his jurisdiction.
The acknowledgement came as the cul-

mination of persistent rumors that hao
been in circulation for several weeks.

Impeachment proceedings are threatened
bv nrominent citizens of and
it Is reported that Governor Durbln has j

oesn caiieu upon to act in me matter.
The governor has the power to remove
the judge summarily.

Immediately after Judge Rasch took
oluce December 1, it was noised about
that he had appointed a court bailiff and
a probate commisisoner for a considera-
tion. These rumors gained detlniteness
and color as the persons appointed and
others approached relative to the appoint-
ments admitted that there had been talk
of money with regard to the appoint-
ments.

Finally the fact was firmly established
that Judge Rase-- had received 5200 from
John A. Sanders, for the appointment as
court bailiff. It was further reported
that the probate commissioner had been
required to pay 5750 for reappointment.
Acting upon these facts a committee of
members of the bar held a conference and
delegated a close friend of the judge to
interview him for the purpose of lirst as-

certaining what degree of truth there was
in the rumors and second to" advise him
that he ought to relievo himself of insinu-
ations by a frank denial If thoy were
false or to explain his dealing in the
transactions.

At the interview the Judge is said to
have been surprised at the rumors, but
he acknowledged even then that he had
received $200 from Bailiff Sanders. Fol-

lowing this the judge Is said to have re-

turned the money to the bailiff at once.
Information concerning the transaction
reached the ears of Indianapolis officials,
and they instituted aprivate investiga-
tion here.

Following the Investigation the affair
became so much a matter of public gossip
that Judge Rasch's friends insisted today
that he make a public statement. He
said that he had accepted the 52 from
Bailiff Sanders, but that the consideration
had not been for the bailiff, but as a
voluntary contribution of the bailiff to
help defray the expenses of the judge's
political campaign, which ended in No-

vember. He said further that after one
day he had returned the money. Con-

cerning the 5750 transaction, with Pro-

bate Commissioner Hawkins, Judge Rasch
said:

"He and I were talking over his ap-

pointment. Tt was agreed that he was to
have the place. Finally, after we had
talked some time on matters pertaining
to the procedure of his oftice. I suggested
that I was put to heavy expense in my
campaign, having spent more than 52.CX.

I said that I did not know if I could de-

pend on the appointees I had In my juris-
diction to help me pay a part of the ex-

penses. Commissioner Hawkins agreed
that it was just that the appointees
should pay something toward defraying
m ycampaign bill. I fixed his assessment
at 5750 and that of Bailiff Sanders at
5250. The bailiff could not pay more than
5200 and I accepted that. But as I say I
returned that in a short time.' '

Commissioner Hawkins, according to
Judge Rasch, did not pay any part of
his assesment. Judge Rasch is a Repub-
lican. He Is 33 years old and comes of a
prominent German family In youthern

His brother. Edward, retired from
the county recorder's office today after
eight years' Incumbancy. He Is almost
prostrated over the exposures. His only
Justification is that he was acting in good
faith with his men. and that whnt he
received from them was In the nature of
a contribution to the campaign fund.

It Is reported tonight that several Re-

publican attorneys have had a meeting
and that they are formulating a petition
to Governor Durbln asking that Judge
Rasch be Impeached. George A. Connlng-ha-

the Republican district chairman. Is
understood, has been retained by Judge
Rasch. Mr. Conningham was seen to-

bln. Mr. Conningham Is close friend
of Judge Rasch. and two years ago he
held the position of district chairman,
while Judge Rawh was the chairman of
the county central committee.
